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FOREWORD

Tne attempt to put together the history of a family is, at
pest, a frustrating task, less because it is a story without end,
than because one 1s always finding, or hoping to find, more
information about its beginning. This is particularly true in the
case of the Lucas history, where the beginning involves two
countries, two languages - at least, and a gap af more than two
generations without any communication between the branches of the
family,

Eugene le Guellec and 1 held in our hearts for years the
project of writing the history of the Lucas family, from which we
were both descended . Whenever possible in our busy lives, we were
accumul ating information on the subject. But the writing down was
always left until later, when we would have more time, and when
we hoped to have Tound & treasure-chest full of data we wanted.

The cruel shock of Eugene's death, in January 1970, brought
nome to me that “it is always later than one thinks". Now, seated
here in Eugene's studio, in the beautiful home which he designed
with all Hhis heart, but 1in which he was never to live, I know
that | must begin, without delay, to write down the results of
our efforts, incomplete though they may be. 1 hope only that they
may serve to nail down some points and to attract the intersst of
a more capable or more fortunate researcher to take up the task.

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INTRODUCT ION

The “Bavaria" was finding heavy weathar off Cape Hatteras. The
Atlantic was living up to its reputation for winter storms. This
did not too much concern Captain J. 5. Bailey, who was bringing
his third shipload of ismigrants froa Europs that year. He had
little doubt the “Bavaria®, a 900-ton, three-masted ship, would
make her port, delayed though she was. For this was 1854, not far
from the time of "wooden ships and iron men®, and he and his ship
had weathered storms a-plenty.

But with the steerage passengers, things were not so clear.
Farmers all = from Hesse, Wortemburg, Prussia, Bavaria - they
knew little of the zea, except fear and discomfort. And perhaps
death would be next. Balow battened-down hatches, shaken by the
rolling and pitching of the ship, hearing the roar of the tempest
above the cries and prayers of their fellow-sufferers in this
badlam, they could but expect tha worst.

In the midst of this confusion, a sturdy Breton family clung
together and to their few possessions. Farmers from Belle Isle,
the only French family on board, fsolated from their
fellow-travelers by Jlanguage and tradition, they werz no
strangers to the sea, Living fn sight of Belle Isle's "Cote
Sauvage™, they had known all too well the risk and horror of
shipwreck, Two sea-captains in the family had brought back tales
hair-raising enough, and maritime disasters were common on that
wild coast. What would happen would happen, but there was no
point in worrying. So Pascal and Marie-Loufse Lucas comforted
their brood to wait out the long hours, Passengers could have a
bit of iron also.

Ning-year-old Jean said, "Don't worry about me, Maman. If the
ship s wrecked ['11 put on my high boots and wade ashore.® His
younger sister, Louisa, who was seated on a keg of sugar, part of
their provision for the voyage, was of a more practical turn of
mind. She asked, "But Maman, shouldn't we eat the sugar beafore
the ship sinks?"

The “Bavaria® mandged to survive the storm and arrived in New
York, and ne{ther Jean or Lowisa had to resort to the extreme
measures considered, However the story of the boots and the sugar
became a part of the Lucas family "folklore®, told and retold
amid gales of laughtar.

The adventure of this family in establishing itself in & new
land, and some record of its spread throughout the American
continents should be of interest to the Tineal descendants, and
may reawaken @ long-dormant Tamily consciousness and stimul ate
contacts among those of the present day.




CHAPTER 1
THE ANCESTRY OF PASCAL AND MARIE LOUISE LUCAS

In tracing the ancestry of the Lucas family, 1t is of interast
te note the siblings, since this leads the way to many cousins
who still live in Brittany, and may be foumd by Fmerican
visitors. The data were largely compiled by our cousin Eugene le
Guellec and his family, with some additions from this writer's
research.

In this sectfon the siblings will be identified by name only,
and other information available for them is given in Chapter 7,
“Those Who Stayed Behind",

Pascal-Marie Lucas and Marie Louise Lucas came from families
which had existed for several generations on Belle-Isle-en-Mer,
Morbihan, France. In spite of having the same family name, &
sgarch back through several generations has not disclosed any
common  ancestor, In fact the name Lucas appears so frequently in
the old records at the Bangor Mairie (City Hall) on Belle Isle,
that 1t was often difficult to decide who belongs to what family.
Fortunately for the investigator, the families seem not to have
moved around much, amnd the majority of birchs, deaths and
marriages are recorded in Bangor, with a few in le Palais. The
fact that French records are meticulous in noting parentage,
inciuding dates of birth, fs of great help.

The parents of Pascal-Marie Lucas were:
Louls |wcas , borm in 1767 at Guenan, near Bangor, and died
T12730/1830, at Bangor, only a month after the marriage of Pascal
and Marie Louise.
Anne  Herrio [Lucas) , born 1769 at Grand Champ, and died 478/1849
at Bamgor.

The parents of Lowuis Lucas were Guillaume Lucas and Francoise
Guenglec, The parents of MAnne Herrio were Eustace Herrfo and
Michelle Preoste. It wouwld be fnteresting to know a little more
about these people, but no further data showed up in Bangor.

The parents of Marie Louise Lucas were:
Jean-Marie Lucas , born 1172171775 at Marta (half a mile north of
Bangor), died 10/5/1842 at Kernest.
HMarie Anne Seveno , born 2/5/1778 at Ty Kehue {a mile northwest
of ﬁln?url. RBer date of death has not been found, but she was
sti11 living at her husband's death., Due to the fact that no
mention of her 9= made 1in the correspondence cited later, in
Chapter 4, it may be inferred that she died before 1865, and it
is not unlikely that she died before emigration of the family in
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ANCESTRY
1854, Tnhey were married at Bangor 4/28/1802. On the record of the
marriage .Jean was stated to be a cooper, probably of sardine
barrels, and Marie Anne a “day-worker®.

An  interesting sidelight appears in the records of the births
of these children. On the record for Augustin the father's
signature appears as “Jean Marie Lucas", and also on that for
Francois. For Jean Lowis Victor and Elfzabeth he signed sfimply
"Lucas™, but for Marie Louise the record states that the father
"says he doesn't know how to sign his name”.

Jean Marfe Lucas' parents were Thurrien Lucas and Jacquette
Marie Jeanne Troadec, They were married 12/12/1775. Thurrien
Lucas' parents were Plerre Lucas, who died 2/29/1845 and Marie
Lorec., Jacquette Marie Jeanne Troadec's parents were Plierre
Troadec and Marguerite le Touwssaint.

Marie Anne Seveno's parents were Jacques Marie Seveno, a sesaman
of Ty hehue, born 972971743, and Marie Andree Guegan, born
4/28/1745. They were married 1/14/1771. Wer paternal grandparents
were Francois Marie Seveno, born 11/30/17086, and Marianne le
Guiwae, bora at Calastrene, half a mile southeast of Bangor. Her
maternal grandparents were Yves Guegan and Radegonde Guillerme,
both of Ty Nehue,

There 1s a small hamlet three miles southeast of Bangor, called
“Ty Sevenn™, and there are some houses there which could have
been standing in the early 1800°s. There is no evidence that
Marie MAnne was directly connected with this location, but "Ty®
in the B8reton language means "the home of", so some of her
fmmediate relatives may well have l1ived there. Her family name
parsisted fnto the Unfted States, where Pascal's family owned a
parrot which was called “Seveno®, althowgh the then younger
generation had no idea from where the name came.

The names of these remote ancestors are of small importance to
most of us, but will serve to fil1l out a genealogical “family
tree" for those Interested. They also give a starting-point for
rasearch to carry the line back further, although this would
likely have to extend outside Bangor, and eventually outside the
island,



CHAPTER 2
FAMILY OF PASCAL LUCAS

Pascal-Marle Lucas and his wife, born Marle Loulse Lucas, came
from two separate Lucas families 1iving {n the parish of Bangor,
on Belle Isle, and were born and brovght wp in the willage of
Kernest, half a mile west of the Bangor parish church, The
"yillage®, im fact, consisted of a single "row house", in the
Breton style. To the present day only a house or two has been
added ,

Village of Kernest

rFascal and Marie Louise were married at Bangor November 29,
1830. Tne marriage certificate listed both as “cultivateurs®.
They set up housekeeping in Kernest. It is 1ikely that the new
family was accommodated by extending the row of houses. Traditfon
is that Pascal lived in the last house in the row, with a laft to
provide room for the eventual large family. The house still
stands, although it has been modernized to serve as a vacation
mome, without losing its essential Bretan style.

Except for Marie Clementine, all survived to make the voyage to
the United States.

The family owned a farm and operated it for field crops and for
the raising of cattle, The land is rocky and wind-swept, but with
frugal management, could yield a modest living as repayment for
hard work.

The men and women of Belle Isle were no strangers to hard work.,
The dsland's chief industries, in the 19th century, were fishing
and farming, and many families combined the two occupations.
Today, 130 years after the departure of the Lucas family, the
summer tourist dindustry Jlargely dominates the economy of the
island, although some fishing and farming still goes on.

In the 1850°'s the times were troublous, and the clouds which
were to bring war a few years later were already on the horizon.
The sons of the family had soon to anticipate a period of
compulsory service fin the French armed forces, in & casuse for
which the independent Bretons had Tittle enthusiasm. In the event
of war, Belle Isle might well suffer from invasion, as it had
many times fin the past. All in all, the prospects were not
bright.

Captain Rugustin Lucas, the sldest brother of Marie Louise, had
emi ated to the United 5States 1in 1849, and in 1851 he was
gngaged in a promising Tumber business in Preston County, West
¥irginia. He must have sent back encouraging accounts of the 1ife
in this new country, and this promotion undoubtedly influenced
nis brother-in-law,

Finally Captain Augustin made a trip to Belle Isle, in the
summer of 1854, and persuaded his brother-in-law to undértake the
adventure of emigration, Obviously it would take some time for
the family to "pull up stakes®, but preparations must have begun
at once.

Pascal's eoldest son, Francois, was less tied down, and was
surely feeling the hot breath of army recruiters, so when Captain
Augustin returned to the United States, he was sccompanied by
Francoeis Lucas and by Julien Alat, fiance of Anne Marie, Pascal’s
gldest daughter.

The double 1isting of Francois Lucas, 19 years, was perhaps a
clerical error, but knowing the Captain's leaning toward &
“deal®, there may have been some ulterior motive, not evident.

The details of their travels from MNew York are lost in the
darkness of unrecorded events, but it appears that they went
first ko the home of Captain Augustin, then liwing in Cincinnati
OH, The Baltimore & Ohio Rallroad was completed as far as Grafton
by that time, 50 they may have passed by there to Spy out the
land with the Captain, who knew the area well, continuing by
river boat to Cincinnati. Later the two young =men made their way
pack to Wheeling WV, They may have run out of money at this
point, as they walked owerland to Grafton, about 100 miles,
carrying the truak that Francois had brought from France.

Meanwhile the rest of the family was busily preparing for the
voyage, and by October 1851 they ombarked at le Havre on the
*Bavaria”, The family traveling included:

Mirie Louise's younger sister, Isabelle, evidently felt the
call of adventure, and decided to go along. The woyage took six
woeks, including the storm mentioned 4n the Introduction, and
they arrived in New York December 2, 1854, 1

Their welcome at New York left much to be desired. One might
expect that Captain Augustin would have been on hand to meet them
and to smooth the way, but there is no indication that he did so,
or that either of the younger men was there to help. One can
imagine the problems of communication for this family, speaking
little or no English, perhaps only falr French, and whose usual
language may well have been Breton. Somehow they hired a dray to

haul their baggage to the Baltimore & Ohio station. The baggage
disappeared forthwith, and never reappeared. The only piece saved
was Aunt “Bab™'s trunk, from which she refused to be separated,
and on which she resolutely sat while the other baggage was
loaded on the dray.

It appears that the family went first to Cincinnati to visit
the Captain and his family. 1t may be that Aunt Bab remained
there, for 1t is known that she made her home in Cincinmati for
several years. The rest of the family went to Grafton, then a
thriving railroad center in Taylor County.

The chofce of Taylor County as a place to settle seems clearly
the result of Captain Augustin's earlier salesmanship, even
thowgh he had become disillusioned with his own prospects in the
lumber business and had moved to Cincinmati. Since Augustin's
activities had beem in adjoining Preston County, he doubtless had
made some preliminary  arrangements, at least, for their
settlement. Francois and Julien must have been on hand to receive
the rest of the Tamily.

They arrived in Grafton 1n winter, 2nd apparently spent some
time in town. An anecdote, told of my grandfather John, runs that
he and some other boys were coasting on 2 nearby hil1. They would
climb to the top of the hill, shout, "Go, damn wou, gol™, jump on
the sied and take off with & flying start. A neighbor woman,
hearing this, came to Marie Louise asking, "Mrs. Lucas, do you
know what your boys are saying?", and suggesting that 1t wasn't
propar, When the boys case back from play, they were asked whare
they had picked up those English words, John replied that this
was what the captain of the ship would say when the “Bavaria®
wasn't sailing to suit him, so he figured that they were the
right ones to get & 1ittle more speed out of the sleds.

It is not at all clear where the Lucases spent the next few
years, There is some traditfon that they lived for a while at the
"Hill house", which still can be identified a&s a ruin high on the
nill above Jrontown, about 0.3 mile due north of the point where
2 woods road Teaves the asphalt road to follow Lawrel Run, (See
under Lucas Lands.) This 15 some half a mile from the nearest
corner of the tract of 75 acres Pascal and Marie Louwlse
eventually bought, but the deed to that land was not registered
until 18585, the year in which their property on Belle [sle was
s0ld. Likely they were waiting for the proceeds of the Belle Isle
sale to pay for the mnew place, [t has been conjectured that
Pascal may have leased this same tract, to get into operation,
until he had money to make the payment. The land was partially
cleared, fenced with stone walls, and wsed for crops and for
pasturing cattle. They sold this land in 1B8B1.

According to the letters written to Victor, on Belle Isle, by
1871 Pascal and Marie Lowise had moved to a small town, probably
the edge of Grafton, and in 1876 they bought a lot on Latrobe
Street, where a Jarge house was built, used for a residence and
for a boarding-house., It was there that the 1891 Thanksgiving
dinner was held, revniting the family.

Pascal Lucas Marie Loulse Lucas

Marie MAnne Lucas Poe and her husband, lsaac Reese Poe lived in
the Hil1 house for some time before leaving for Colorado In 1887.
Mary Lucas Warder, born in 1877, remembered wisiting the house
where her gramdparents lived. She said the children called the
place “Wildcat®., [t was rpached by way of a steep path from
Irontown,. From an edploration of that vicinity, this description
fits the Hill house. Mary could not have visited this house
during the time that Pascal was llving there, but she may have
meant that she had visited the Poes at the house where her
grandparents used to live.

In any case, Pascal and Marie Louise remained in the Latrobe
5treet house wntil Pascal's death, and in all probabflity Marie
Louise continued her life there. The house had already been
deeded to Louise Philomena in consideration of her care for her
parents,

After their emigration to the Umited States, several of the
Lucases made simplifications by Anglicizing their names. The men
dropped the complesentary “"Marte®, Francois PAugustin became
Framcis Mugustus: Jean Emile was phoneticized to "Ameal" or
“Amel":; Jean Augustin converted to John Augustus; and Eugene
Albert Prosper was finverted to Albert Prosper Eugene. This sort
of thing was common practice with immigrants, and one must be
prepared to meet such wariations in looking through old records.
The present account will not attempt to be “purer® in this
respect than were the possessors of those names, so it should
occasion mpo  surprise to encounter name variations. Indeed this
gccurred even in official records; for example a number af deeds
made to Francis Augustus Victor Lucas were recorded to F.A.Y.
Lucas, F.¥, Lucas, Francis Lucas, Francis ¥, Lucas, F.A. Lucas,
Frank A, Lucas and Francis A Lucas.
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CHAPTER 3
HDS

The location of the lamd acquired by the Lucas families is now
anly & matter of interast to those who 1ike to know where things
happened, but considerabie effort has been expended in the hope
of finding a location for a howse which Pascal Lucas may have
built for his family in the area between Oak Grove and Irontown.
The basic research for this has been made by Charles Victor
Lucas, with much searching of old deeds and maps, with
contributions from Howard Lucas Hunt and the writer.

The whole area came from an original grant to Rlbert Gallatin,
which was being broken up in the 1850's. The first recorded
purchase 1in the family was made by Victor Lucas in December 1863,
and 1t was mot until September 1865 that Pascal's parcel was
acguired, As pofinted out earlier, these purchases say have been
delayed wuntil receipt of money derfved from the sale of lands on
Belle Isle, but Victor's acquisition was surely for a place to
live, as he was married in early 1865,

In this szame area were recorded deeds to Shahan, Shinholt and
Julfus Elliott. By plotting these wvarious parcels to scale,
Charles succeeded in fitting the puzzle together.

It 1s profitless to attempt to find old landmarks referred to
in the deeds. For example, the description in the deed to Pascal
starts off as follows:

“Beginning at a small beech on the bank of Halleck Run in & l1ine
?1_’ a survey made for James Williams, Jr. and running with said
ine

§. 26 W. 65 poles to a white oak, thence...etc.”

The most practical way to locate old property lines, as suggested
by Charles Lucas, is by looking for old fence rows on an aerial
photograph. The best definition was found on photographs taken in
November 1938, 1in which the i{rregular northeast boundary of
Pascal®s land metched perfectly, and several other lines were
easy to distinguish, This Jlocation was then transferred to a
standard USG5 topographic map of the area (Gladesville WY 1980),
which gave some additional confirmation of the property lines,

Ta supplesent this study, the writer made rough surveys of the
so-called “lucas Road®, beginning near the Ford cemetery and
continuing to the site of ¥ictor's first house, which is still
fdentifiable, and the road leading to the “Frank Hi1l house".
These surveys, while rough, were confirmed by map and aerial
photograph, thus giving reasonably accurate locations for these
features.

Howard Hunt, who is oquite familiar with the area from his
boyhood on, believes that the Lucas Road may continue through the
Shahan property to the Pascal Lucas land. This may yet disclose
evidence of a Pascal Lucas house, but there has not yet been an
opportunity to check 1t out.

The southwestern 70 acres of Victor's original purchase is
still held by his heirs. 2

The resulting map 15 shown on the facing page.
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CHAPTER 4
LETTERS ACRDSS THE SEA

For some years of his residence in Taylor County Pascal and his
family kept wp a correspondence with Jean Louis ¥ictor Lucas,
brother of Marie Louwise. He had remained behind on Belle Isle
with his wife, Francoise Josephine Ledru Lucas and their
children. H#pparently the communications, habitually once a year
or 50, dwindled to the wvanishing point. Eventually this contact
was lost, sometime around the turn of the century. Victor died in
1889, Pascal §n 1B92,and Pascal's son Frank, who had been his
principal amanuensis, died in 1893, There were still in the
family 1in Grafton a few who could write im French, but they did
not have the habit. On both sides of the ocean there was a
recognition that there were relatives somewhere across the water,
but the link had been broken,

Sometime after the end of World War [I, 2 great-grandson of
Jean Louwis Vieter Lucas, Eugene le Guellee, becasme interested in
the genealogy of his family. He was a successful architect, born
and brought up on Belle Isle, and living in Quimper, not far from
the coast of Brittany. His forte was the design of dwellings
adhering to the style of the old Breton houses, and he had a
clientele distributed over & wide area. He developed & quite
complete knowledge of his family connections fn Brittamy, but
became curicus about those who had disappeared into the wilds of
America. In 1950, his aunt, Elizabeth (or Isabelle) Guegan
Naudin, known as “Tanzabelle', was looking over a box of old
papers left by her mother, Marie Celine Lucas Guegan, Jean Louls
Victor's daughter, who had died 20 years before, &nd found some
letters written to her grandfather by Pascal Lucas, from West
Virginia. Remembering her mephew's interest, Tanzabelle passed
these Tetters to her sister, Marie Guegan Guellec, and thus they
came to the hands of Eugene.

There were five letters, written in 1865, 1868, 187/1. 1878 and
1888, giving a series of addresses in Taylor County. The letters
are presented later in this chapter. Eugene first sought the
advice of the cultural affairs representative of the US embassy
in Paris, and then wrote the following letter:

Wishing to find again the trace of relatives emigrated to USA a
little before 1870, | wrote to the representative for USA
cultural affairs in Paris, to ask his help in my research, It is
at his suggestion that [ am writing this letter to you.

1 have 1in my possession some letters addressed to Victor Lucas
and to my grandmothar, by their brother, Pascal Lucas, who left
Belle Isle in 1870 to settle with his family in America, to
engage in farming.

In rereading these letters, which give very interesting facts
ibout the 1ife, already easier, of those ploneers, and realizing
their regret at leaving thefr loved relatives far away fin
Brittany, the idea came to me to renew contact with these unknown
relatives, or with their descendants, to know what became of the
descendants, amd if they did not sometimes think of their native
island and of their relatives who remained there.

If this letter by luck reaches you, I would be happy if you
would give me some news, and on my part I will tell you something
about the Lucases living on Belle Isle.

I am the grandson of Celine Lucas, and it was my mother, Marie
Guegan, who gave me these letters, written by Pascal Lucas, whose
address was given at the bottom of the letters.

Thinking that this letter will not be entirely lost, kindly
bel jeve, dear cousing, in my affectionate regards.

This Tetter he addressed to:
Famille Lucas Pascal
Grafton, Fetterman, Taflor County, W. Virginia
and thus put it up to the postal system. Here he struck pay dirt.
Fetterman had long simce ceased to be a post office, but a
mail-carrier at Grafton remembered that he knew Mrs. Christine
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Lucas, whose husband, Pascal had died some years before, and
whose son was named Pascal Jackie. Accordingly he had the letter
forwarded to this family, at Independence WV, Thus the letter
arrived in the hands of the great-grandson of the original
emigrant Pascal, He recalls that he browght the letter home to
show to his mother, saying, "Here's a letter for me, but 1 can't
read it."

They managed & translation, and Mrs. Lucas replfed, and at the
sameg time circulated the letter to other members of the family
wha were thought %o be interested. Among those who made written
replias were:

Christine Ford Lucas (Mrs, Pascal Lucas)

Mathilde Luise Sheffield (Mrs. Wesley Sheffield)
Rachel Knotts Graham Mortonm (Mrs. Gayle C. Norton)

From some of these contacts & continuing correspondence
developed, and & dozen of more Lucas descendants from the United
States have visited Belle Isle and/or the Guellecs.

THE LETTERS TO BELLE ISLE

The five letters differ in orthography and style, as well as
in handwriting., The first, undated but surely written in 1865,
bears the name of Pascal Lucas, but was likely written by Dolores
Soyer, Marfe Louise's niece, who was visiting with them at the
time, The 1868 and 1BB8 letters were written and signed by
Francois Lucas, That of 1871 has a page written and signed by
Francois, and the handwriting of the rest seems that af Francois,
with a signature by Pascal,. However the style differs from all
the others, so another influence is likely. The 1878 letter is in
4 different hand, which wel]l might be that of Mathilde Soyer,
with Pascal's signature at the end.

It 15 clear from the 1865 and 1B68 letters that Pascal had
litele facility in writing French, and depended on others for
communication, Also his signature on the "acte de naissance® for
his children, as recorded in the mairic at Bangor, on Belle [sle,
is that of one |1ttle accustomed to writing.

Even though the details included in the Tetters are of little
present  significance, they shed light on the Tife of the family
in those days.

Translations of all five Jletters follow, and as a sample, a
photocopy of the original French letter is placed after the
translation. (Photocopies of the other originals are in the
possession af the writer, but in view of the difficulties of
deciphering them they are not included here.)

Independence
Sept. 15 (1865)
My dear Brother

You will see by our letter that Dolores is with us. She came to
surprise us two weeks ago next Monday. 5She 15 here with her
children, Her husband came with her, but because of his business
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he could not stay more than a week. He has gone back. They are
all well except Dolores who was a Tittle unwell on her arrival
from the fatigue of the trip,

Excuse please, Wictor, our neglect, which is not our wish. We
canmot write to you ourselves, amd ogur children live at a
distance from ws, although not really far, and with them 5o busy
it 15 not possible to write to you as often as we would )ike,

Qur  Victor was married fApril 25, a notable day for me, thinking
af the fair of St. Mark, where you must have been then, He could
not have been more fortunate in his choice of a companion. This
young woman 5 called Henrietta. 5She belongs to the most
respected family near here. She 15 well-mannered and 15 very much
attached to him as well a3 to ourselwves.

We have heard of the marriage of your two sons. [t would have
bean the greatest pleasure for us to have been present at that
grand double wedding. Tell us inm your turn all about the settling
down of your two sons, the names of your daughters-in-law, in
short all the details you can give us. For, my dear Wictor, you
cannot imagine how insatiable we are for news of our old coumtry,
and above all of our old uncles and aunts, and of all of our dear
relatives.

Qur children are always working, Emile has his sawmill, Jean
Marie 1fis here with us, And our Albert we have decided to send to
Tearn his trade with Alfred, whom we regard highly. The dear boy
will leave with Dolores when she goes,

OQur Louisa 15 the picture of Anne Marie at her age, She 1s much
like her. 5She 1s large for her age and has a sweet disposition.
She helps her mother in the house.

In wour next letter tell us particularly about the children of
our sister Marie. Those also of our sister Clementine, of Martin,
of Helene and of our brother-in-law Jean and our good Augustine,
You have probably heard of the sale of our Tarm, a5 well as those
of our children., We would consider that business complete since
the documents of sale were deliveraed and we had to take an oath
before & justice of the peace about the szale of our farms. Some
nearby farmers have received their money but we have left ours
there.

We are on the eve of making our mellasse (mixture of grains for
feed). The rye is mnot bad, the wheat poor, the potatoes are
abundant, the corn and young wheat look very promising.

Louise doesn't forget Marie Joseph and Froisine, 1 dan't forget
Pascal nor the rest of my friends, Since we wrote you we have had
two births. Francols has a daughter and Anne Marie has a son who
makes thae eleventh of our grandchildren.

I would like to have the price of livestock in Belle Isle. In
this country a pair of oxen sells for $125 on the average. Cows
cost sometimes §$50. Clothing costs in proportion. A pair of boots
costs $10.
nd“! would have 1iked wou to be present at the wedding of your
godsan,

We embrace you from the heart, and also all your family. Be owr
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interpreter to all our loved ones,

Fetterman, June 20,1868
Dear lUncle and Aunt

After a Tong silence [ will try to give you some news of the
family. You also without doubt would like to have news from us
oftener but you can attribute our silence to our own negligence.
If Papa and Mama could write to you, you would have news from us
more often,

All  the family, big and little are well and all wish that this
finds you the same. Since our last letter there is nothing
interesting to tell you except that Victor has a second son born
last winter. We do not get any more news from Canada. About them
wa have nothing to tell you, and the same for Aunt Habete. We
have had no news from her for a long time. Albert is going to see
her within three weeks. 1 think you have understood from our
letters that we would like her to come here to 1ive, but she does
not wish to do this. She preferred to stay in Cincinmati and have
her own home, A% she says, When Matilde was on the way to visit
us she stopped at Aunt Babete's home, and she asked Matilde if
she had enough money for her trip, and if she had not she would
have given her some. This shows us that she i5 not suffering, but
we would like it better if she would come here. That would be
great company for Papa and Mama, but dear Uncle you know her. She
has always liked to be alone.

You told ws #n your last letter that Bangor is becoming ever
poorer. Poor people, how can they get a 1iving in unhappy Bangor?

With respect to your cast plow, Papa Just bought one which cost
him 75 francs, and besides [ have had one for 3 years which is
a1l steel and cast iron except the handles. That will break the
ground for you the best possible. Here is the drawing of 2 plow
that fis well liked. With two of our best horses we can break the
ground. The horses wefgh 1000 to 1500 pounds each. We have also
threshing machines. It takes 6 to B horses to make them go. We
have mills to clean the wheat. The threshing and cleaning are
done 1in the barns, Our field wagons all have four wheels, with a
tongue hetween the two wheel-horses, and sometimes we use as many
45 6 horses on each wagon, two by two. With two good horses and a
good  waQOn we CAn 00 everywhere with thrée thousand pounds. This
is considered the load for two good horses.

Horses are always dear. They are sold for from 500 to 1000
francs and the cattle also are dear, from 5 to 7 sous per pound
on the hoof.

Such as they are, the crops look well. The wheat is really
good. We will begin the harvest in ten days or $0. According to
the ?apers the harvest s excellent throughout America. Our
principal crops are wheat, oats and corn. Corn grows abundantly
in this country, with ease. It is the food for hogs. The wheat
nas not been good for three yeaﬁ. This made the price high. how,

though the price has dropped by 30 francs a "pairee®, it still
sells far B0 francs, for when the new wheat comes to market it
will be worth sbout 40 to 45 francs. Corn sells for 30 francs and
oats for 1B. Ordinarily wheat is 30 francs, corn 15 francs, ocats
1 francs 50 centimes a pairee.

Dear Uncle ] have nothing to tell you which might interest you,
but you have a Tot which would interest us, the news of our
numerous family which all of us would like to see. Write us as
soon as possible and give us news of all those who are of
interest to us. Papa always talks of salling his farm and of his
return to Balle Isle but the idea of leaving his children deters
him, and it is the only thing that holds him here.

Goodbye, dear Uncle, My compliments to all the family.

Dear Brother and Sister

Once more 1 take my pen to interrupt a prolonged silence. Do
not believe, dear relatives that the delay of our news is the
fruit of owr forgetting you. Mo, dear Victor, we often think of
you and all the family, especlally since this unhappy war which
reigns 1n France. How many are the poor brave soldiers who lie on
the battlefield, while their families weep over their fate, In
your next letter we hope for details of the war which must have
left mourning in our family as well as in others,

A Frenchman with & true heart might well repeat the words of
the poet with emotion:

Mother of hope

Whose name 15 50 Sweet

Protect our France

Pray, pray for us,
Poor France 15 in & sad state indeed. Mow mesnwhile the latest
newspapers tell ws that the Versailles government has taken
possession of all Paris, and that order and good government are
going to be established.

How much time it will take to repair the losses of which this
war has been the cause! I tell you, dear Victor, that the name of
Frenchman before this war was much greater than it is now. We
must hope for the best. Hope keeps man alive.

Dear Brother, 1 sald at the beginning of this letter that you
cannot attribute our delay in writing you to the negligence of
our secretary - a5 you call him. There were during the war two
letters all ready, but the communications were interrupted by the
war and we did mot send them. But in the next we promise to do
better. For 1In place of recefving one letter a year from you we
would rather have one a month., The satijsfaction we have to
receive one from youw fi1ls us with joy. However bad may be the
news, we are happy to receive 1t, even though on our side the
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news cannot interest you except of our family.

Marie Anme has lost a child of 10 months, dead of croup - a
very pretty child. Enile is married too, almost two years ago. He
has a good wife, very amiable and 2 good housekeeper. He has a
boy two months old.

With us at home are only Jean Marie and Louisa, Albert works at
his profession of pastry-cook B0 miles from our home. Anne Marie
and her family are all well, and also Victor and his. As for us,
dear Brother, we are well, If it were not for this unhappy war [
would have gone to see Belle Isle once more. The travel was
stopped at the moment | was thinking of going on the towr, and
since misery must be refgning now in France | will postpone my
visit until later,

We are not yet buying land, Mot knowing what better to do, we
have 9000 francs at interest, We live on that, although 1 prefer
a farm but with a third of the land as a ranch for cattle.

Al our children are around us and all carry on their business
will enough.

The resgurces of this country are much greater than those of
Belle Isle. The harvests are good. There is mow in this country
enough grain for two years, without counting this harvest which
is to be gathered in three or four weeks, with an appearance to
make a farmer smile, We sow our grain here in the months of
Saptembar and October - at the end of Septeaber and the beginning
of October. The harvest comes the end of June and the first days
of July, first the wheat, then the oats, and last the hay, which
we now cut by machines drawn by two good horses. With a good
machine you canm cut as much as 8 men with scythes, Here is a
plcture of one. It costs 500 francs. This is a great econcmy 1n
this country where harvest workers are so scarce. It 15 not
possible to get a4 good reaper for less than &5 francs a day and
his food, and this year they say that harvesters and reapers will
cost from & to 7 francs.

Emile talks of going farther west, where the land is cheaper
and flatter. Here the land 15 mountainous but very fertile, Dear
Victor, you ought to be here for a month to see the trade and the
immigrants - Germans, French, Irish, English and every other
nation of the world, who pass here dafly by the thousands on the
railroad to seek land 1in the west, The Germans are by far the
most numerous. This will give you an idea of the resources of the
country. Up to 5000 per day disembark at New York, an Ameérican
seaport, and there is always room for more, America is at Jeast
50 times as big as France, and now the American population is no
greater than the French - 40 million inhabitants, Judge, now, if
there is room for more.

Dear Brother and Sister, we received your last letter more than
& year ago, and we would Jike to have news of you &S SOON &S
possible. Dear Yictor, if we had come to America with our family
and yours, at the age of 25 years we would be independent now.
But wunfortunate is he who 1s born in & poor land, as Ivonette
said. But as [ twrn and look around, in spite of myself | look
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for my heath and my bell-tower, That is how it i5 for a man whao
has reached the age that we have before leaving Belle [sle. Each
country has fte customs, and for a man of 45 to 50 years to
change his habits is a hard thing. If you and your family were
here that 1is all that ]| would ask. All our children prefer to be
here rather than on Belle Isle, but if God preserves me 1 will go
once again to see unhappy France. Tell Martin and all my friends
that | lack for nothing, neither bread nor money nor friemds, but
only that the English language does'nt come as [ would like,
although I can conduct my affairs well enough.

Dear Uncle and Aunt:

I hope you will pardon me for my negligence. We received your
letter fin March of last year, telling us of the death of our old
nefghbor, and of friends both old and young. Qur family is all
well and all wish that this note finds you the same.

We await with dmpatience a reply from you to give us news of
our old country, which cannot be very good,

The harvests are excellent this year, except the hay which i5 a
1ietle 1late, and which will cause the cattle to sell a little
cheaper., That will be a whack on the head far me, for now [ have
11 two-y2ar-r Jds and 11 yearlings which [ intend to sell this
autumn. Cattle have been wvery dear up to now. Good, fat cattle
were selling for 5 to 6 sous per pound on the heof, but 7t looks
like the price will decline. If the price had stayed like it was,
I would bhave made 3500 francs, but the way it looks I will lose
more tham 500 francs. 1 have also a good horse 1 want to sell.
According to the sales made here it 15 worth 200 francs - a nice
chestnut, It weighs 1200 pounds, well formed and four years oid,

Emile has sold one of his horses, ome of the best in the
country, fTor 1000 framcs. The Americans say the French love good
horses. According to the news we have had from France by Lhe
papers, horses must be very dear. The newspapers say there was a
lack of harses for the cavalry during the war with Prussia.

S0, dear Uncle, 1 hope you will not do Tike us, neglecting so
long before answering you, but if you will forgive me | promise
to do better in the future. Give us the detalls of all that may
interest wus. Goodbye, dear Uncle. | hope you will excuse my poor
writing, My pemn is bad and [ have a clumsy hand. Goodbye once
more. My compliments to my cousinms, My respects to all the
family, and to you the devotion of a sincere friendship.

Grafton, March 8, 1378
Dear Brother and Sister:

After a long silence we decfde at last to inform you of the
state of our health which is very good up to now. We wish that
this note finds you the same. [ beg yau, dear Brother, to forgive
us for our apparent negligence. We will try to give you some
rough details of our family which numbers forty-four persons. As
to ourselves, we are in good health except for age, without any
infirmity at all,

We have always with ws our two youngest children, Louisa and
Albert. The latter 15 a locomotive engineer. He earns 12 Trancs
50 centimes a day. The wages of workers have decreased 4 great
deal , Since some time back Fmerica 15 not as shining as it used
to be,

Dear Brother and Sister, T will tell you that we have with us
our sister Babet, who has besn here for tﬁe past year, We learned
from the papers that she was sick im her room in Cincinnati,
alone without wishing to accept attendance from strangers. As
soon 25 we had the news Albert went to look for her. She was no
longer at home; someone had taken her to the hospital, in spite
of herself, She was very weak. She had to come on the train in a
special bed for the sick. Albert had a lot of trouble and
expense, But, thank God, she s now as strong as us, if not
stronger. She did not want to come with Albert. You ought to know
her! 5he does not want to be a care to anyone. She does nol want
to be in the way, [f she 15 not happy, it is not ocur fault, for
she lacks for nothing.

Dear Brother, we have the pleasure to have seen Al fred and
Hathilde and the children, who have come from France about two
years ago, They have bought property near us and we can see aach
other very often. Mathilde and Alfred have been married a year.
They zend you word that things are going well,

Please, dear Brother and Sister, be kind enough to give us an
account of owr family. Give, on our part, loving regards to owr
brothers and sisters, brothers- and sisters-in-law, nephews and
nieces, cousins and all our friends.

Goodoye for now, our old friends Victor and Josaphine. We shake
your hands from afar since we cannot do so in person.

Tour devoted brother and sister, who love you.

Pascal and Louise Lucas
Our sister Babette does not forget you, She would Tove to
see you. We are happy to talk together of cur old country,

Dear Uncle Yictor and all the famjly:

Once more 1 take up my pen to interrupt @ prolonged silence.
First 1 ask you, dear Uncle, to excuse my awkwardness in -r‘lr.in?
French, as well as my bad spelling. It is only to you that
write in French, and 1 sp-eal'.z;t very rarely, only to my father
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and mother Cwo or three times a week.

The first and principal thing I have to tell you is that we are
all wery well and all join me in wishing you a good and happy
year. Dur old parents are getting a 1ittle older, although very
active for their age. Mama works at her housekeaping as usual.
She is wvery wigorous for her age, and my father also, while he
has not worked for a long time, is in good condition for his age.
Aunt Babette alsc 1is very well and vigorous. She has always her
own room. With Papa and Mama and Louisa who is not married they
are all four together, With the rents that they receive and some
boarders that Louisa has this gives them a very comfortable
‘H:u-in? in a part of one of their houses, The rest of the family
has Increased a good deal. Anne Marie left 6 children at her
death, and all are good. Two of them are married. Julian, her
husband, has remarried. We have 10 children, all big and fat.
Thres of the ten are married, two boys and a girl. Marie Anne has
4 children, 2 girls and 2 boys., One of the girls is married.
Emile has 7 children and Victor has 7. Jean Marie has & children.
Albert has none, although he has been married for 7 years.

We are all well enough. Albert is a railroad engincer, & man
who drives the locomotive. He makes 17 francs 50 centimes a day,
and sometimes he does two “days™ within 24 hours. His pay varies
from 300 to B00 francs per moath., Jean Marie i3 a butcher: he
sells 3 to 6 beeves per week. Victor is a farmer, He owns his
farm. Emile 1s a farmer too. He is about 700 miles from us. We
see him wvery rarely but we get news from him every month, Marie
Anne and her husbhand are farmers and so are we, We are farmers
and cattle ralsers. We have almost always 40 head of cattle which
we Tatten in the summer for the markets in the East and in
Europa. There are many of our cattle which are transported from
here to England., Some three-year-old beeves weigh 1600 pounds
each. This s one of the best industries which we have in this
part of the country, and there is no better country for raising
sheep., We sell our lambs for 10 to 20 francs at 5 months, and our
cattle sell for from 2-1/2 to 5 sous per pound on the hoof.

Well, dear Uncle Victor, my father and mother will be so happy
to hear from jyou, as well as al)l the family, that 1 ask you to
write as soon as opossible. 1 will try not to be so lazy in
future. If there 15 anything of our 1ife that [ have not told,
that you would like to know, tel] me what it 15 and [ wil] give
you the needed information.

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CHAPTER 5
OUR COUSTNS, THE GUELLECS

The “French Connection" {n this project has been largely from
contacts with the Guellec family. In wview of personal
participatian by the writer of this account, it sesms sasfer to
tell this part of the story in the first person, so please bear
with me for a while.

Eugene le Guellec's letter, written in August 1951, came to my
hands quite late, and it was only in June 1957 that 1 screwed up
my courage to write to him in my fractured Fremch, beginning a
correspandence, grawing into a close friendship, which lasted
until his death, and has continued with his family to the present
day.

The first personal contact came in January 1959, whan my
daughter, Grace Lorraine ("Lori®) Henderson, at that time
studying 1in Paris, went to Quimper for a wisit with the Guellecs.
This was such a good contact that [ arranged to make a visit {n
June of that same year, 1in connection with a business trip to
France. Going to Quimper, along with Lori, | met the Guellecs.

The Guellec family at that time consisted of Eugene and his
wife, Yvonne, Eugene's mother, Marie Guegan Guellec, Eugens's
unmarried sister, Marie [always called “"Himie"), and the four
children, Francoise, Anna, Ronan and Lena. We easily established
a community of feeling, in spite of occasional language problems,
and [ felt myself really at home.

The home was an ancient manor house which Eugene, using to the
full his architectural talest and his Jlowe fTor the Breton
tradition, had remodeled to be more 1ivable without Tosing its
distinctive characteristics. The  house bears a date of 14B0,
carved 1in the stone, Eugene made a point of wsing as his address,
“Manoir de Creac'n Alan®, harking back to the name of an early

owner ,

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The house was built of stone, with walls half a meter thick,
and with enormous fireplaces in dining and living rooms. Himie
and her mother had an apartment above the garage; the third Tloor
of the howse was given over to Eugene's office; a sizable room on
the ground floor was devoted to hand- and foot-powered looms for
the weaving of beautiful textiles, at which Yvonne and Francoise
were experts: but this still left ample room for the family and
quests, The house, and Eugene's work, were the subject of a
laudatory magazine article.

In addition to Yvonne's luxury textile business, Mimie sold
beautiful, durable winter clothing in the Breton style, handmade
to measure by a group of secamstresses in the city. Thus the
"maison" was a busy place.

Eugene's mother, “"Maman", then BD years old, recalled that, 1n
her girihood, & woman and a young boy had come from America to
29
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visit the family. There was then, and still is, some speculation
45 to the f{dentity of these two visitors, but the concensus is
that the woman would have been either Isabelle Lucas (Aunt Bab)
or possibly Mathilde Soyer. As to the boy, there is nmo evidence.

Eugene took me to Belle Isle, the “cradle® of the Lucas family,
where Eugene was brought wup, and still maintained a summer
residence. We wvisited the original Lucas home, at Kernest, as
well as  other points of interest on the island. Maturally, a lot
of pictures were taken, to carry back to the Anerican cousins
some idea of the country and the people,

On my return to the United States, | prepared a show of slides
and movies, based on the wisit, This material was sent to my
brother, Red, and he arranged for a meeting at the Pleasant
Valley Commumity Hall, and invited those interested to be
present. The exigencies of my work at the time seemed to preclude
my being present (althowgh 1 regretted later not having tried
harder), so | sent along a taped presentation to accompany the
pictures.

The exchange of letters between me and the Guellecs,
particularly with Himie, continued, and plans wera matured for
another wisit, this time to include my four children, Grace being
5ti11 in Paris, and the others traveling with me. Doris even laft
her one-year-old san with her sothear-in-law, 5o she could make
the trip, After some weeks spent touring Europe, we arrived at
Quiberon, the point of departure for the boat to the island, in
the midst of a violent storm, The boat we took was the last that
ran to the fsland for several days, and we learned that several
ships were wrecked along that coast in the course of the tempest.
We toured the “Savage Copast", on the west side of the fsland,
wWhere waves were dashing to the tops of 60-foot cliffs, and where
an imprudent fisherboy had been picked off the rocks by a wave
and drowned, the day we arrived. It was a wild introduction to a
harsh, though beautiful land.

One morning Eugene took me on a long walk, bordering the coast,
pointing out the natural beauties as well as the remains of
fortifications made by German forces during World War 11. He
greatly loved the island, and never tired of exploring it and
showing it to an appreciatve companion.

After a few days stay on Belle Isle, the weather moderated
sufficiently to permit return to the mainland, and to Quimpar, in
time for the Fete de Cornouaille, an elaborate folklore festival
lasting all week.

In the course of this visit, and of several later ones, Eugene
and 1 discussed at some Tength the possibility of setting down
the history of the Lucas family. Eugene had done a great deal of
research on the genealogy of the Lucas descendants on the island,
and this was supplemented by wisits to the "mairie", or city
hall, and ta the church, at Bangor, the center of the parish
which dncluded Kernest. The people we found there were most
cooperative in providing facilities for our research, and this

0
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same attitude prevailed during many subseguent visits.

Over the next few years | took advantage of any opportunities
to visit Quimper and Belle Isle, and maintained a correspondence
with Eugene and Mimie. In 1964, MAona Guellec, the second of
Eugene's children, came to Mew York for a conference of
psychologists, and 1 arranged for her to visit me in Pittsfield
MA. We went from there to Wayne PA, where my brother, Gibson, was
living, and on to Fairmont and Grafton to see my other brother,
*Red™. In Grafton we vyisited Charles and Mary Warder, and the
Warders, on the spur of the mosent, called in a number of Lucas
relatives for an informal “mini-reunion®,

In 1968 Eugene had a serious auto accident, and he was on Belle
Isle recuperating when, fin the fall, [ made a hurried visit to
Quimper, but judged the time insufficient to get to the island,
That would have been my last chance to see him, as in the next
year he became wvery 11 and died in January 1970 from a heart
attack, after an operation.

In late October 1970 1 was again in Paris, and learned from
Anna that her mother would leave Quimper the next day for the
island, to be present at the memorial service for those who had
died during the year. Taking a night train I arrived in time to
accompany her, After the impressive services, Yvonne had to
return to Quimper, but she offered me the freedom of her home,
called "Roz er Mor" [Hill by the Sea), if I wished to remain for
a while. It was during this short time that | realized that the
Lucas history, planned jointly by Eugene and me, was now Up Lo me
alone, and the foreword of this book was written while the
realization bore upon me.

The fTollowing year, 1971, Eugene's mother died, at the age of
92, and her daughter, Mimie, decided to retire, closing her
clothing shop.

In 1972, on the eve of a remarriage, | visited Brittany again,
and the next year went with my wife, Hebe, to Quimper and to
gelle Isle. We jointly extended the genealogical research, and
visited places and people of family significance,
Correspondence was maintained with Mimie until her death in 1977,
and since that time there has been at least an annual exchange of
letters with Yvonne, who retains an active interest in the Lucas
nistory project and has contributed much additional information
4% to the French branch of the family.

Each year at Christmas time the Guellec family gets together at
the "maison® in (Quimper, and in 1985 there were 12, including
children and grandchildren,

Photographs are included of Yvonne and her daughters, and of
the port of Savzon. AL the upper left of the Sauzon picture there
are three Breton-style houses, white with dark roofs. The two
larger ones were designed by Eugene, the nearer one for his
daughter and son-in-law, Francoise and Marcel Bitout, and the
farther, which he named “Rozr er Mor", for his own family,
Unfortunately he died before the comstruction was completed, and
ke mever had the opportunity to enjoy them.

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CHAPTER &
GEMEALOGICAL TDENTIFICATION SYSTEM

The preparation of a genealogical chart or table to cover a
sizable family necessitates some sort of systematic framework to
which to attach individug]l  names. The system wsed here
numerically fidentifies each dindividual 1in the genealogic line,
and at the same time indicates his parentage. To each member of
the family of Pascal and Marie Louise Lucas fs assigned a digital
number, in the order of birth., Each member of a succeeding
generatfon retains the digit of the parent, and is identified by
another digit, again in the order of birth.

This allows fdentification for only up to nine children, so for
these rather rare cases the capitzl letters A, B, C, D etc. are
used to represent numbers 10, 11, 12, 13, etc, respectively. 5o
far as is presently known, no Lucas family has yet exceeded 13,
and nobody seems to be tryimg for such a record.

Full names of direct descendants are capitaiized,

A few examples should make this clear:

7. JOHN AUGUSTUS LUCAS, Tth child of Pascal

74, CORA ETTA LUCAS WENDERSON, 4th child of John Augustus

743. JOHW GIBSON HEWDERSOM, 3rd child of Etta

T432. MARGARET ANNE HEMDERSON HARRINGTON, 2nd child of Gibsom

74323, KATHERINE ANME HARRINGTON, 3rd child of Margaret

Eventually such a system gets cumbersome, but for the present,
no  OnE sSeems to get more than seven digits, which iz tolerable.
“Sufficient unto the day 15 the evil thereof.”

Dates of birth, death and marriage are given, when known, in
numerical notation, in the order month, day, year, except that
far years 1900 and after only the last two digits are given. Life
span (birth - death} are enclosed in parentheses. For persons
known or presumed to have died, the parenthesis is closed, with
unknown dates omitted. For persons known or presumed to be living
the parenthesis is left open. For exampie:

JOHN AUGUSTUS LUCAS (5/11/1846-2/25/12)

AUGUSTIN LUCAS (3/6/1804- )

DANIEL JOSEPH CARTER {1/10/84-
Marriages are indfcated by m, with the date following in
parenthases. Children are indicated by CH: and diverce by DIV. To
identify spouses, h or w precedes the descendant's number.

Birthplaces and burfal sites are noted in some cases, where
they are known, to Ffacilitate tracing, but no claim for
completeness ar accuracy 15 made,

Biographical detaiis are included, a5 available, sgain with no
quarantee of accuracy, and with advance apologies for any
inadvertent errors.

For the French branches of the family the same system 15 used,
but the Tlistimg 15 started one generation earlier, in order to
plck wp the siblings. The numerical code 15 preceded by the
letter "F* for the family which inciudes Marie Louise Lucas and
by "G* for that of Pascal Lucas. Thus in the French tables, Marie
Louise becomes F4, and Pascal is G6.
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CHAPTER 7
THE LUCAS FAMILY REUNIONS

The earliest recorded “reunion” of the family of Pascal and
Marie Loufse Lucas was 1in 1891, at a time when the family had
already bequn to scatter. The eldest of the children, Aone Marie,
was no longer living, and elements of the family were to be found
as far west as Colorado, and east to Philadelphia, The best
account of this event was written by Anna Augusta Lucas Davidson,
when she was 91 years old, but with excellent recall of the
happening. She wrote as follows:

“"One nice day in October 1891, my father hitched our driving
team, Doll and Fannie, to the surrey, while our two older
brothers hitched a team of horses to a spring wagon loaded with
supplies we would need on a drive from Foster township, Marion
County (111inois) to Grafton West Wirginia where all our near
relatives lived.

"We took six horses in all; they were named Dall, Fannie,
flaze, Balley, MNig and John, a pretty black team, We wsually
camped at a school yard over night as there was always a good
well and room for the surrey, horses and ouwr tent where we slapt
gach night. The first thing our Father and our brothers did when
stopping to camp was to stretch the tent and put it up ready to
make our beds foar the night. Then the boys would care for the
harses and our mother and we girls would prepare the meals. There
were pight children and Father and Mather made ten,

"It took wus three weeks to make the trip, tho we didn't drive
on Sundays. My Father was & lover of horses and thought they
needed rest after traveling sinx days, as we did also.

"Mrs. John Oglesby one of our good neighbors and living nearest
us, came down the morning we started to bid us goodby, which we
never forgot, Effie Soutier another good meighbor and daughter of
a French family, which we were also, spent several days helping
Mother and our eldest sister Louise sew and make dresses and
petticoats ready to wear. Before we reached Grafton my parents
bought my sister Molliz and myself new winter coats and tams,

"One evening when we stopped to camp for the night, they
unharnessed the horses and turned them loose to rest and eat
grass, when one horse named MNig got in a road ditch that
contained water and guicksand and almost went under before they
could save him.

"Our two dogs, a shepherd named Dash and a greyhound named
Reamus followed behind ti111 one day the men were in a feed store
buying feed for the horses. Dash the shepherd lay down and went
to sleep and they did not miss him till we were far from that
town, We didn't expect to ever see him again. We had raised him
from a pup and he was then 10 years old, Reamus traveled all the
way there and Father brought him back on the train as he sold the
horses, all but one team and brought them and Reamus back to
1Minois by train, When we were at Grafton a few days we received
a letter from the family caring for our home saying that Dash had

arrived back home in 111inois.

“We arrived at Grafton late one avening. Our Aunt Low had
planned {f we arrived at night, to place a light in a certain
window so our relatives would know we were there, and they came
down to wisit us that evening as it had been several years since
our parents left West WVa. Relatives had also planned a
Thanksaiving dinner for all relatives to attend at Grafton. Aunt
Hanna Elliot's children, our cousins ceme from Philadelphia Penn,
Aunt Mary Poe, our father's sister, came from Pueblo, Cole,
alone, The other near relativez lived at Morgantown, West Va,
Fairmont West WVa and Grafton West Va. We have a picture of the
Thanksgiving gathering which 1s about sixty, cousins, aunts and
uncles at our Grandparents Home in Grafton West Va,

“We wvisited each family of relatives about two or three days,
getting acquainted with cousins we had never seen, just been told
about by our parents. We all enjoyed our visit very much and as
the time passed, later many of the cousins visited our family in
Mlinois, After wvisiting all relatives we came back to our
Grandparents home in Grafton for & longer visit and prepare to 4o
home., This was the only time we ever saw our Grandfather Lucas.
We saw our Grandmother Lucas on later trips.

“We  arrived in [il1inois on a cold snowy February day. Before we
left for MWest Va we had cut lots of firewood and had a big wood
pile, When we returned to our home every stick of firewood had
bean used, w0 we had to hunt for firewood for our first night
back home. It was a wonderful trip we all enjoyed.

“We enjoyed the camping along the way, seeing the countryside
ta  Illinois, Indlanma, Ohio and West Wa. We were charged 31,00 per
team to travel on the toll road they were building through Ohio,
which was an expense, considering that we had three teams. AL one
toll station the toll keeper lived a short distance away from the
toll gate. OQur father jokingly started the team to rum to make
the toll keeper (a lady) hurry from the house down to collect the
toll at the gate. We saw chain gangs from the prisons working on
the road with the men wearing ball and chain, and crossing the
Ohio River on a fE'I‘I"'I' boat with our horses and surrey was
exciting to we children.

The Thanksgiving dinner referred to above was planned and
mostly prepared by Munt Low (Louise Philomena) Lucas, in the
building facing the railroad tracks, where she operated a
boarding house. The plcture taken of the assembled group is shown
here, with identifications which were supplied Tong ago by Mary
Wzrder and Anna Davidson, *The identification 11st includes, in
parentheses, reference numbers to the genealogical system used in
this book as explained in Chapter 6. Mote that the reference
numbers for Pascal, Marie Louise, and Isabelle Lucas are from the
system adopted for the French branches of the family.

Since the house faced the tracks of the Bi0 railroad, the
photographer had to place his camera on a flatcar parked hy
chance on the adjoining track. Even with a stance on the railroad
car, the photographer was unable to get & wide enough angle, and
at the right side of the picture, Marie Anne Lucas Poe is only
hal f seen, while Louise Philomena Lucas, the gueenpin of the
whale affair, standing to the right of Marie Anne, was left out
entirely. An attempt to correct for this was made by inserting
pictures of the two women in an available blank spot near the
left side of the picture., There are no doubt variations of this
picture in existence, with or without these added figures.

The ground floor of the building was occupied by & tavern, and
a few loungers drifted from it into the picture without being

noted until afterwards.

It is remarkable that, out of the 81 members of the family
living at that time, 68 were present,

As mentiened by Anma Davidson's @ccount, she never again saw
her grandfather, as he died within a year after the reunion.
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REUN [ONS
REUNION OF 1921

While there may have been formal or informal get-togethers of
the Lucas clan 7in the years which followed, it appears that the
next organized effort was made during the summer of 1921. A
number of the cousins had maintained contact through the years,
and a few of them, fincluding Mary Alice Lucas Warder and Etta
Lucas Henderson, pushed for a ogathering fin September of that
year. The MWarders, at the old home of Francis Lucas's family,
offered to be hosts for a picnic. And what a picnic! Families
came from all aver, loaded with baskets of food, A general period
of getting acquainted and reacquainted was followed by an
informal picnic dinner, with some of the young fry dashing around
to sample all of the cakes. Mext came a pick-up baseball game and
a short program, in which Victor Jackson Lucas, of Cumberland MOD,
amnd Ann Lucas, of Philadelphia delivered inspiring addresses,
Etta Luwcas Henderson acted as an informa)l mistress of ceremonies,
but no oné was wmore surprised than she when, in adopting an
organizational plan for carrying on the reunions, she was elected
président, There were doubtless other officers, but Ao record has
come to light in these researches,

The event was judged a huge success, and plans were laid for
the next year, at the same location.

The accompanying group picture, shows most of those who were
present, a total of 104 persons. Two members of the original
fanily, Albert and Louise, were present, although Albert, at 73
the oldest one there, was to survive only a few weeks longer. The
youngest shown in the picture was Thelma Lorraine Lucas (5221), 9
months old, a great-granddaughter of F.A.V. Lucas, although 1t is
possible that there were youmger children around, In spite of the
lapse of more than 60 years, it has been possible to identify
with fair assurance all but two of those appearing in the
phatograph. Genealogical reference numbers are placed in
parenthesis after the nanes in the {deatification 1ist, Prasent,
but not fncluded fn the picture, were: A,P. Lucas, Percy E.

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REUNION OF 1924

This reunion was held September 14,1924, at the Warder farm, as
before, with & soclalizing session 1in Cthe morning, a basket
picnic dinner, and a brief program, fncleding an address of
greeting by the president, Victor J. Lucas, and a reading by Mary
Ellen Lucas, of Morgantown. Officers reelected were President-
Victor Jackson Lucas, Wicepresidemt- Etta Lucas Henderson,
Secretary- Clark L. Reese, Laura Beall, Bertie Lucas and Mary
Ellen Lucas were appointed & committee on arrangements for the
1925 reunion.

The total of 87 present, although not as large as in previous
years, did not discourage plans for another year.

REUNIONS OF 1925 and LATER

[t is practically certain that there was a reunion in 1925,
still at the Warder farm, but there is no solid evidence to
support this, Mewspaper files for this perfod are sketchy, and
nobody consulted in the research could give a dafinite answer.

In the following years there was one more reunfon held at
Harmony Grove, Mo one now recalls exactly when it was, or why the
location was changed. The Warders, years later, stated that they
had been prepared to continue as hosts for the gathering, even
though it meant a good bit of extra work at the farm, but thay
would have been happy to continue the custom. The name of Ward
Lamham 1is somehow associated with the change, although it is
difficult to see how he would have become involved, since he had
no direct relation to the Lucas family. At any rate, the Harmony
Grove reunion was the last ope for a long time - in fact, until
1984,

In the dinteryvening years, there were surely gatherings of
individual “sub-families® but none of a general mature. There
were a few occasions, within the knowledge of this writer, which
called together smaller informal groups, drawn from various
families, mastly fm the vicinity of Graftan, A few af these may
be worth recounting,

Following the contacts with Eugene le Guellec and his family in
France, as detailed in a preceding chapter, a show of s)ides,
movies and tape recordings was arranged by Thomas L, “Red®
Henderson, Jr. at the Community Hall in Pleasant Valley,
Fairmont, to convey to those interested information about the old
Lucas home on Balle Isle and the relatives there. The following
Lucas family members were present, as well as a number of
friends: Clark and Beateice Reess [251), Russell and Ada Reese
(253), Charies Pascal and ODonna Lucas {27), Elizabath G. Lucas
(277}, C(harles and Mary Warder (28), Francis L. Warder (281),

Cousin #nnma Guellec Peze stil]l remembers this pleasant visit,
and looks for the time when she or her children may repeat it.
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In 1982 John Gibson Hendersom, Jr. became interested in knowing

something about the old-time locations, and he and his father,
John Gibson Henderzon coewiunicated with Charles Victor Lucas, of
Fairmont to arrange a visit of exploration. Charlie found that
Leon Victor Frank and Charles ("Chub®)Matthews, Tiving in the
vicinity for many years, had & good knowledge of Che area, and
were willing to act as guides. Accordingly an expedition was
planned for July 30, 1983.

It turned out, Incidentally, that Chub was one of Loulse Rogers
Murphy's pupils when she taught school in this area.

The party, led by Leon and Chub, passed the Ford cemetery on
secondary Road 28/7, leaving it near the home of Gary Bolyard to
follow an oil and gas road to a well location on upper Halleck
Run. From there they went crosscoutry through the woods and
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brush, finally arriving at the remains of a house, evidenced by
two large cornerstones and some rotted timbers, It was eventually
determined that this was the site originally occupied by Victor
Lecas abpuwt 1863, L|eaving the site an old wagon road was found,
passing some 100 feet above the house and eventually returning to
the Balyard home.

Visits to the Ford cesetery and to the home of Christine Lucas

w59) ended the tour., The same evening a group met for dinner,
ncluding John Gibson Henderson (7431}, John Gibson Henderson, Jr.

In the course of this expedition, Louise Murphy reiterated a
recommendation she had made strongly before, that there should be
a ogeneral Lwcas reunion before those present at the reunions of
the 1920's were all gone. She continued this promotion, which was
picked up by several of her cousins, and this was the genesis of
the next step.

REUMION OF 1924

Sparked, and partially financed, by Louise Murphy, the idea of
“REUNION NOW® caught on, Many people helped to spread the word,
but the main publicity operation was run by Betty Loujse Lucas
Burgess (595).

James Leonard Lucas (593) made arrangements to hold the affair
Sunday, July 29,1984, at Camp Towles on the Tygart Valley River
Just outside of Fetterman., Reafstered attendance was 131 members
of the family, plus 11 friends, although there may have been
others, A special effort was made to get out as mamy as possible
of the descendants of Pascal Emael and Christine Ford Lucas, and
this was eminently successful . Qut of 42 living relatives in this
branch, 33 were present.

A sumptuous prepared dinner was served, as planned by Shirley
Ann  Lucas (w593). A group photograph was taken, and 15 included
here, with 98 persons identified and 4 more unidentified,

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CHAPTER 8
A LITTLE ABOUT BRITTANY AND BELLE ISL

Brittany, the most westerly part of France, has a long and
varied history, and 1its scenery merits more aitention than it
gets from the usual foreign tourist. A look at a map will show a
long, pofnted peninsula extending some 150 a{les from the main
part of the continent, On the east Brittany extends rowghly to a
lime from Mont St. Michel to the mouth of the Loire River, and
Vitre 15 the first Breton city of any size that one encounters
when approaching from the east.

The seacoast 15 very firregular and rugged, with many rocky
islands and peninsulas. The Breton name for the coastal region is
“Armor", meaning “country near the sea", and this name goes back
to the time of the Celtic people, whom the Romans called the
Gauls, im the pre-Christian era. The interior of the peminsula
is a series of undulating plateaus, with low stony mountains
rising to a maximum elevation of 1150 feet., This is the result of
ages-long erosfon of chains of high mountains Fformed
contemporaneously with the Alps and Pyranees. The erosive process
produced good soil, and the interfor was once heavily forested,
so0 that the Celtic name for the interior was “Argoat™, or
“country of wood", By now, however, these forests have largely
disappeared,

The land has been inhabited from wvery ancient times, and
paleolithic and mesalithic traces have been found, but it was the
neolithic civilization., roughly 2000 BC, which 1eft the most
conspicuous landmarks, 1in the form of megaliths., These enommous
stones, weighing tons, were set upright in the ground, or one
upon another, for some reason now unknown, but believed to be
religious. They exist in other parts of the world, but in the
Carnac area of Brittany there are more than 3000 of these
monwments, set in T1ines extending nearly a mile. Two of these
stones, or "menhirs®, popularly named “Jean” and Jeanne®, are set
up on Belle Isle.

Little 1is known of these ancient people, who were conguered and
absorbed about 500 BC by the Celts, who soon came to dominate
Europe from Asia M™inor to Spain and the British Isles, They
developed, or adopted, arts of working branze and iron, and of
ship-building and sailing. Ome Celtic tribe in particular, the
Venati, became a sea=-power, based at the Gulf of Morbihan (Little
Sea), facing Belle Isie, and dominated the commerce of the entire
region. So strong were they that in 57 BC Julius Caesar had to
mount & 3J-year campaign, with several Jlegions and a fleet of
galleys from Rome, to subdue this part of Gaul.

Submitring gradually to FRoman rule, the Armor peninsula
prospered Tor a couple aof centuries, until the Romans weakened
and the Saxon pirates began to raid the coasts, ravaging with
fire and blood, Against this cruel foe, the remnant of the local
population could only retire to the fortified places and wait for
the storm to pass.

Meanwhile the Saxon fnvaders, along with Picts, Scots and
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Irish, were pushing back those Breton Celts who had settled in
England. Led by the semi-lsgendary King Arthur, they were forced
back against the coast in the southwest. khen the pressure became
insuperable the Bretons, driven from their homes in Wales and
Cornwall, tended to return across the chamnel to their cousins in
Armor, These emigrants, or refugees, less influenced by the Roman
culture, brought with them their language, customs, institutions
and  faith. They had retained more of their original
charscterfstices than the "Armmoricens” who had stayed on the
continent, and their hardibood dowminated their more “Romanized"
cousins. Since the western part of Brittany had been more
depopulated by the pirate raids, more of the new arrivals settled
thare, although not always without conflict.

A nominal binding force between these two differing populations
was that of a common religion, The ancient Druidic cult of the
Celts had been superseded, beginning in the third century, by
Christianity. But the Bretons had evolved their own version of
the religion, with Tless rigidity of control by bishops, and had
recognized  innemerable saints not camonized by Rome, These
differences were at times divisive, and some aspects have been
retained to the present day. The typical Breton characterfistics
prevail fn the western part of Brittany, especially outside the
larger cities,

The tribal groups coming from wvaricus parts of the British
Isles, typical dimmigrants, tended to settle with their own kind,
bringing with them thefr own roles, customs, religion and
dialect., Thus Brittany began with three or four such tribal
groups, at times hostile, and far from constituting a umified
people. Despite this lack of unity, the presence of this hardy
and potentially cohesive population on their western boundary was
a threat to the Frankish kingdom organized about Paris. The
factions within the peninsula at times sought French help, about
eguivalent to inwiting a wolf inta the house to chase out a fox.

The tide of conguest Swung back and forth for a while, and it
was not until the ninth century that Chariemagne and his
successor got thefr act together sufficlently to conquer the
peninsula. They were smart enough to appoint a Breton chief,
Nominoe, as Duke of Brittany, based on his apparent submission.
He succeeded im imposing & sort of unity on the gquarreling
tribes, and he eventually led & revolt against the French power,
ending fn @& rousing victory for the Bretons. Mominoe can justly
be called “the Father of Beittamy", but like many another he was
assassinated.

Brittany had ogresat nesd of strong lesdership, for it was the
time of W¥iking raids throughout coastal Eurcpe. Even worse were
the Mormans, who were finvited as allies by one of the feuding
factions, and who remained to pillage everything. It was not
until 937 that Alain of the Crooked Beard roused the Bretons and
expelled the oppressors. Brittany became {ndependent, but
developed as a feudal state, so those at the bottom of the heap
gained little except as the country prospered, when the exactions
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of tribute to 1ts neighbors were removed.

For the next five centuries Brittany rematned nominally
independent, but pulled one way or the other by the conflicting
interests of the kings of France and the Plantagenet kings of
Normandy and England. It was frequently a battle-ground, either
willingly or unwillingly. Occasionally allied with England,
Brittany gravitated toward France, with the French kings
continual ly endeavoring to make BABrittany subject to France.
Finally in 1365 the Treaty of Suerande recognized Brittany as an
independent Duchy, with “hommage" (but not subjection) to the
king of France,

This gave a breathing space, and ushered in one of the most
brilliant periods of Bretom history, with developments in art,
literature and educatfon.

The basic problem remained, however, as successive kings of
France became more and more determined to put down the Bretons,
calling them "a permanent danger to the royalty™, which no doubt
they were,

Eventually Duchess Anne de Bretagne married the king of France,
effectively joining ‘the two countries, but with & Lreaty
providing that Bretons should not be taxed without consent of
their assembly, that they should be tried only in their own
courts, that they should not render military service outside
Brittany, and that the Breton assembly should administer the
country im domestic affairs and foreign commerce . [t was not
Tong before the French crown managed to annul these provisions,
but they haver romained in the Breton consciousmess to this day.
Many Bretons are still unhappy with the situation, claiming
themselves “"one of the world's most oppressed minorities™. In a
recent celebrated case a Breton, tried in a French court, refused
to speak except in Breton, on the grounds of the ancient treaty.
For a long time, wuse of the Breton Ilanguage was officially
prohibited, and could not be taught in schools, but this attitude
has been moderated, making accessible a wealth of literature and
tradition from the past.

The @reton language came from Celtic roots, and is thus related
to the Irish and MWelsh tongues, Maturally ft has recefved
accretions from French, but the grammatical structure and syntax
differ from those of the "romance” languages, [t is still spoken,
but by a decreasing proportion of people,

Brittany 5 replete with folklore and legends, some with
religious, some with secular connotations. Many of the stories
deal with the miracles performed by the Breton saints, 1ike the
one which accounts for the lines of menhirs at Carnac as soldiers
turned into stone when 5t. Cornely, whom they were pursuing, made
the sign of the cross, or the story of the fish which came each
day to allow 5t. Corentin to slice off a piece of its flesh for
his food, and was miraculously restored for the next day. Some
hundreds of saints are recognized im Brittany, most without
benefit of Roman canonization. One cures headache, another cares
for 1115 of the stomach, another deals with deafness.
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A profoundly religious country, Breton sculptors nave filled
the countryside, as well as the chapels and cathedrals, with
statues commemgrating the passion and the saints, Some of the
most spectacular features are the “calvaires", elaborately worked
crosses and  images from the native granite, portraying scenes
from the life of Christ. The great cathedrals are triumphs of
architecture and decorationm.

A particular feature of the religious observances of Brittany
is the serfes of “pardons", ceremonies usually beginning with a
solemn procession to a venerated place, sometimes followed by a
more secular entertainment - dances, wrestling matches, etc. The
participants are freguently in the full panoply of the beautiful,
traditional Breton costumes. The most striking component of the
ladies' costumes are the “coiffes", or lace head-dresses. These
are beautifully made, and a different style 15 worm by the women
of each town or regional birthplace. They usually are reserved
for special occasions, although some women wear them almost
continually., On ome occasion a woman worker in a porcelain
factory was up to her elbows in clay "slip" with a spotless lace
caiffe a foot high topping her head.

The greatest opportunity to experience the flavor of Breton
folklore 1s the "Fete de Cornouaille", held annually in Quimper
on the fourth Sunday in July and the few cdys before. To this
celebration come folk dancers and musicians from all Brittany, as
well as from other Celtic countries, esach group demonstrating
dances and music from their own community, and termminating in a
grand parade through the city. Each group brings 1ts own band,
using bagpipe (binfou), drum, a sort of oboe (bombard) and
occasionally a hurdy-gurdy. The final parade, with massed bands,
is something to strain the eardrums. The preceding days feature
dances, concerts, pageants, wrestling and a street parade, This
is an unforgettable experience.

Belle Isle, besides being part of Brittany, is something
special. MNemed the "Beautiful Islamd" with good reason, it is a
favorite wacation spot for many French people. It 15 elongated,
about 12 miles long and half as wide, and lies 10 miles from the
Quiberon peninsula, which is the closest point on the coast.
Frequent ferry service runs from Quiberon to Le Palais, the
principal port of the dsland.The other significant port 45
Sauzon, but it is accessibie only at high tide, At low tide most
of the "harbor® is a mud flat.

Belle Isle has many fine beaches, especially on the more
protected east. The western shore, called the "Cote Sauvage®,
well deserves the name, for it is largely made up of rocky cliffs
and fragments of islets which are great hazards in a Storm,
Despite this, there are some good beaches for quiet weather,
There are only four ftowns of any size, Le Palais, on the
northeast side, Sauzon at the northern end, Locmaria at the
eastern end, and Bangor, near the center, Kernest, where the
Lucas families grew up, i5 half a mile west of Bangor.

The Cote Sauvage has some 5p-e;tacu1.tr eroded rocks and caverns,
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including the Apothicairerie and the islets of Port-Coton, and a
principal lighthouse can be wisited west of Bangor. The island
retains many of the houses in the old-time style, even with
thatched roofs, and many artists work on the island in summer.
The most famous artist ¥n the island's history was Claude Monet,
who discovered its beauties and painted many scenes there.

The idsland has long been coveted as a base for military and
naval operations, from the time of Caesar, through the middle
ages, and down to World War [, when the Germans built
fortifications at strategic points, some of which can still be
seen. La Palais has a prominent fart, buflt in the 16th century,
and at the northwest point of the island there 1% an old fort,
later wused as a residence by Saran Bermhardt. The island has been
invaded several times, including & two-year siege by the English.
[t whs used in 1831 as a staging base for a fleet assembled by
Eing Pedro of Portugal to expell a usurper from his throne.

No meation of Brittany would be complete without a word about
the food. Seafood, crepes and cider must be experienced to be
pelieved,

Any wisitor to Brittany, and especially to Belle [sle will be
conscious always of the sea. The sea gives food, tramsport,
adventure, [t has taken the sons and daughters of Brittany to all
parts of the world, but always with a nostalgia for their Toved
“Armor" .

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CHAPTER 9
THOSE WHO STAYED BEHIND

It would be difficult, 1f not Impossible, to trace all the
descendants of all the siblings of Pascal and Marie Lowise Lucas,
espacially if one tried to do it across an ocean barrier. By a
tremendous amount of work, Eugene le Guellec, from his great
interest in family history, had done a remarkably complete study
of the families, and most of the data included in this chapter is
the result of his labors. He and I had intended to make this a
joint effort, but [ must now do what [ can, It is of necessity
incomplete, sipce any family history is added to, day by day, but
omissions should be charged to lack of information, rather than
lack of interest. It may, at least, serve &5 a point of departure
for some researcher in France who wishes to carry it on.

Eugene’s original work has been supplemented by research done
by the writer and his wife, Hebe, by Yvonne Guellec, Eugene's
widow, and members of her family, and by a cousin, Claude Maheo.

The gensalogical framework used is that devised for the
American Lucas families, except that the numerical code for the
siblings of Marie Louise Lucas is preceded by “F", and that for
the siblings of Pascal is preceded by "6". For an explanation of
the system, see Chapter 6.

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CHAPTER 10
AUGUSTIN LOTKS ARD WIS FAMILY

Althouwgh PAugustin-Marie Lucas 1s not in the gensalogical line
of the descendants of Pascal and Marie Louise Lucas, threads of
his history are closely interwoven with those of Pascal's family.
It seems appropriate and interesting to summarize his variegated
history, drawing on a number of diverse sources,

The first, and most personal, account which came to hand was
the autobiography of his granddaughter, Evangeline Soyer, written
May 29, 1941. Howewer, his name was recurrent in aother accounts,
to the extent that one first doubted if the name were attached to
ong man or several. When the jigsaw puzzle was assembled, there
emerged a man who ranged widely, with few dull moments.

Augustin=Marie Lwcas was born at Bangor, or more probably at
the willage of Kermest, on Balle Isle on March 6, 1804. He was
the eldest of elght children of Jean-Marie Lucas and Marie Anne
Seveno, and was thus an elder brother of Marie Louise Lucas. His
early schooling was at Bangor. At the time there was a growing
maritime activity on Belle Isle, and a seafaring 1ife was natural
for & son of the island. 50 at 18 he went to sea, first as a
cabin-boy, next as a fisherman, but before long was in the
deep-sea service, where he made three voyages between 1824 and
1826, In 1826 he was appointed Lieutenant and Second Captain for
4 wvoyage to Guadalupe, Martinigque and Reunion. After courses in
navigation at Bordeaux and at the Ecole d'Hydrographie at
Rochefort he received his masters certificate in 1831 and was
qualified as ‘"capitaine au lomg-cours" on June 2, 1832, The same
day his younger brother, Framcois Lucas also was qualified as a
deep-sea captain.

Meanwhile Augustin had married Elisabeth Zos Bellais, daughtaer
of an innkeeper in Rochefort. The date of the marriage is given
as 1830 by MWiss Soyer, and as September 2, 1832 by M, Adrien
Carre, in his interesting monograph “La Singuliere histoire de
1'0Oriental -Hydrographe”, published 4in Bulletin MNo. 2, 1970, of
the "Comite Mantais de Documentation Historigue de 1a Marine".

A daughter, Mathilde, was born at Rochefort, apparently fin
March 1833, while PMugustin was away on a voyage. When she was 6
mognths old she was 1eft with her grandparents while Augustin and
his wife szet off on & wvoyage to South America in the "Trophy
Mathilde", commanded by Captain Lucas. Avoiding Cape Horn by
passing through the Strait of Magellan, they were struck by a
winter squall, The "Trophy Math{lde" lost a mast and her rudder,
The ship was tossed about for 40 days, and became covered with a
sheet of 1ice, Captain Lucas contrived a substitute rudder and
managed to keep the ship limping along in spite of the tempest,
finally reaching Valparaiso, where the "Trophy Mathilde" was laid
up for repairs. While there, on March 17, 1835, a second
daughter, Dolores, was born, A month later they set sail again,
reaching Rochefort in  September 1835. Captain Lucas was
officially commended by the Marine Ministry for his action in
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saying the ship, and for his invention of an emergency rudder.

Captain MAugustim continued his seafaring 1ife, but left his
family 1n Rochafort. He acquired a good reputation as a capable
commander and & writer of several articles on maritime technology
and administration, In July 1838, he gave up the command of one
of the best ships in the French merchant marine and went to Paris
ta promote the idea of a School Training Ship for officers in the
merchant marine. He boldly proposed to saf)l around the world with
a crew of cadets, who would receive training in 2l1 phases af
ship operation, fncluding courses in mathematics and pawigation,
In spite of some government encourzgement it took something more
than a year to lime up 42 French cadets and three passengers,
plus 13 Belgians listed as passengers although half of them were
trainees, The price for the projected two-year training voyage
was 5000 francs, not a small swem for those days. Eventually
Captain Lucas found a three-masted ship, the "Oriental™, 110 feet
long, 370 tons, built in 1835, which was finally fitted out by
September 1839, The ship's officers included Jean Francois Briel,
who had married Augustin's sister Louise Augustine, n January of
that wyear. F. Bellais Prosper, the 16-year-old brother of
Bugustin's wife was enrolled as a cabin-boy. At the last moment
before departure from anchorage at Saint-Nazaire, on September
24, 1839, Augustin brought on board his wife and two daughters,
and his sister, Lovise Augustine, wife of his third 1ieutenant,
Jean Francois Briel.

They sailed first to Belle Isle, where Augustin plcked up three
more untrained novices of his acquaintance, Leaving Balle Isle
September 30, 1839, the “Oriental® sailed to Lisbon, where the
expedition was received with honors, perhaps largely because of
the help that Belle Isle had rendered in the restoration of Queen
Maria to her throne in 1831.

The “0Oriental* made a Teisurely way across the Atlantic,
stopping at Madeira, the Canaries and Dakar, arrived at Recife,
Braril at the end of November, and continued along the coast to
Salvador, Rio de Janeiro and Montevideo.

(ver the details of the wvoyage it s well to draw & heawy
curtain. Dissension, duels, loss of discipline even to the point
of mutiny, breakdown of the instruction program, discharge and
desertion were making a shambles of the cruise, despite the
glowing reports sent back by Captain Lucas. Mounting expenses
presaged trouble,

Despite these problems, Captain lucas went ahead, recruiting
replacements, catch as catch can, for the vacancies among
officers and crew. The “Oriental® made a stop in Patagonia to
refit, and passed through the 5trait of Magellan, where she was
aground for ten days, finally reaching Valparaiso in May 1840,
The “hemorrhage” of personnel and money had not abated, and with
only a quarter aof the wvoyage round the world completed, it is
difficult to believe that even an optimist like Augustin Lucas
could hope to complete it.

However, after a month 1n port, on June 23, 1840, himself by
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this time the only gualified ship officer on board, Captain
Augustin raised the anchor for an ostensible destination at
Arica, Peru, It was a fine, clear day and they had made two miles
from the mooring, when, accarding to Captain Augustin's account,
the wind died and the current carried the ship to a beach near
the Jlighthouse, where she went solidly aground and had to be
abandoned., All the personnel, the ship's log and what money
remained were saved, but this was the end of the cruise., Mo
official inquiry condemned Captain Lucas for the shipwreck, but
méritime opinion was that this was & put up job. At the same time
an order was recefved from Paris, cancelling the rest of the
voyage, based on previous reports, and the French consul at
Valparaiso confiscated whatever money was salvaged from the
wreck, Most of the personnel were left to find their way home as
best they could.

Captain Lucas and his family, under such a cloud, went briefly
to MNew JZealand, where his younger brother, Captain Francois
Lucas, had been promoting a land speculation,which came to
nothing when the English annexed MNew Zealand And expelled Lhe
French settlers. Mugustin, with wife and daughters, next appeared
about 1841 494 the Gambier Islands near Tahiti, The daughters,
Mathilde and Dolores were sent to a boarding school dn
Valparaiso, where they bacame proficient in Spanish and English,
a5 well as French and the Kanaka language of Tahitl, which they
already knew. Augustin and his wife were in a wariety of
activities: shipping, dealing in shell, running a general store,
and palitics.

Quoting from Evangeline Soyer's account, "Trade was good among
the Indians, exchange sometimes gold, while others used huge,
rare  and beautifully molded oyster shells as a medium of
exchange. These were secured by diving in the harbor. Grandmother
collected enough of these for a dinner set. It was intended for a
Paris museum, but they npever reached their destination. The
ship's captain would not release them, so they were dumped into
the ocean. With other rare shells Grandmother would purchase more
dry goods,

"These [Indians of the South Pacific were gentle folks, but they
were lazy, as it took very 1ittle labor to raise food supplies,
Their main diet was pork, nearest substitute being red bananas,
preadfruit and yams. The Tlatter was always eaten before it
matured, Cooking was done by the oven method. Round flat stones
were heated and placed in a foot or more hole. Palm leaves were
placed next, upon which they Taid their main victuals. this was
covered again with palm leaves aver which was placed dirt. The
Indians would sit around this until sunset before eating. Their
Hquid for drinking was from the coconut shells which they used
45 Cups.

"“Grandmother could not tend to her housework and keep store, so
she hired [Indians to temd to the housework. Payment for this
service was sweet scented soap, which they loved dearly. One
night her store was robbed, main items missing were hér soaps and
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perfumes. This was reported to their gueen, who in turn found the
guilty party. S5he commanded them to go into the mountains and
bring down enough cattle to pay for the damage. It was im church
shartly thereafter that Grandmother beheld the queen and her
husband followed by her people in file, according to their rank,
coming in solemn procession to present their peace offering.”

Augustin was & stormy petrel, in hot water with the authorities
and with the Jesuit missionaries, Finally he tried to have
nimself appointed comsul to replace the incumbent, alleging the
advantage of his friendship with Queen Pomare of Tahiti. This was
too moch, and in 1848, under pressure, Captain Lucas and his
family left Tahit! to return ta France,

(For sidelights on this period one might consult a memoir of
Honore Laval, about the history of Mangareva from 1834 wo 1871,
published by C. W. Mewbury and Patrick O'Reilly in “Publicacions
de la Societe des Oceanistes", No. 15, Muses de 1'Homme, Paris
1968.)

In 1849, the family emigrated to the United States, settling in
Preston County, West Virginia (adjoining Taylor County). Augustin
had made a good stake importing French wines to the United
States, and he bought large tracts of timber, which he cut and
sawed for ship timbers, counting on a good market in the growing
maritime findustry, but a freshet carried his stock down-river and
wiped him out, He =old his property and moved to Cincinnat! about
1861.

It was during his stay in Cincinnati that Augustin made a trip
to Belle Isle, early fn 1854, to persuade Pascal and Marie Louise
Lucas to bring their family to the Unfted States, and there can
be but little doubt that their choice of Taylor County for
settling was influenced by Augustin's former residence nearby.

According fto an  article in "Ouest Framce", Captain Augustin
Lucas died in America about 1852, This is im error, a5 he appears
in Cincinnati records at Teast umtil 1858. Evangeline Soyer wrote
that her grandparents died in Framce but no date is given,

The destruction, by fire, of city records of Cincinmati, as
wel]l as those of Preston County, makes the trail difficult to
follow, but an extended search through the city directories of
that time discioses Turther information.

While the family was in Cincinnmati, Dolores Lucas was a
teacher, presumably of Jlanguages. There she met Alfret Theodore
Soyer, a&n expert confectioner, boFn October 18, 1828, in Reims,
France. He had worked at his trade in varipus cities of England
and the Unfted States since 1848, establishing himself in
Cincinnati 1in 1B58. Romance sprang gquickly, and they were married
July 6, 18%8, im the church of S5t. Xavier. The marriage
certificate was signed by "A, Lucas" as a witness,

A son, Olivier Rlfred, born November 1, 1860, died in infancy,
and & daughter, Adrienne was baorn April 13,1858, both in
Cincinnati. In the city directory for 1860, Augustin's name does
not appear, but his wife, Zoe is listed until 1861, as 1z also
Alfred Soyer. It is probable that Augustin died about 1859,
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AL the outbreak of the Civil War the Soyers moved to Toronto,
Canada, where Alfred established a confectionery store. It
appears that the elder sister, Mathilde went along, and perhaps
her mother also. Evangel ine was born there in 1863, and Marie in
I1868. Within a few years Dolores died, and Alfred®s health began
to fail, so the family returned to France, 1iving near Brest,
Even though the surroundings were lovely, happiness was not
found, amd the family returned to the United States 1n 1875,
settling near Parkersburg, WV, on a 44-acre farm.

In 1877 Alfred Soyer married his sister-in-law, Mathilde, the
elder daughter of Augustin Lucas. Adrienne died there in 1879,
and Hathilde died in 1923.

Im 1926 a brick house was built on a part of the farm, and
Afred and his two remaining daughters Tlived there until nis
death fin 1928, at the age of 100 years, | month and 3 days.
Alfred and Mathilde are interred in the Mausoleum at Parkersburg.
Evangeline and Marie were still living in 1941, when Ewangeline
wrote her autobiographic account,

From the correspondence between  Pascal Lucas and his
brother-in-law, WVictor, on Belle [sle, it 15 clear that the
Soyers were correspondents and frequent visitors to the Grafton
area, and it is likely that both Dolores and Mathilde helped in
writing some of the letters which have been preserved. This
contact between the families continued after the Soyers' return
to West Virginia,

call to follow Christ. I shall now make a brief resume.

"It might help to hold the theme together better §f [ go back a
few years, In 1%02 when our beloved mother died in August, Papa
was left with four very small children to raise, There weré no
close relatives to take over, After some deliberation, our
friends, a married couple, Pat Conley and wife Rose, offerad to
assume the duties, to live in our home and care for the Tamily.
Aunt MAlice took the newly born baby sister Marjorie to her home;
this gave the responsibility of three children to the Conleys.
Things went well unti] 1905 when Pat and Rose decided to bulld a
home of their own. A year later, Rose began showing signs of
failing health, Papa then decided to place us two older children
with Aunt Alfee in Philadelphia, who had wonderful seccess in
raising our frail sister, She had two boys of her own but gladly
took on the extra labor which lasted for a year, We were then
welcomed back to Conleys, no place like good old Grafton. Many
things had happened; the lovely new home built by Conleys made
our former residence no longer necessary, so Papa sold both house
and furniture.

“Bnother chanoe came 1in 1907, Pat Conley, a railroad man, had
mis job transferred to Clarksburg, some twenty three miles away,
a real heartache - the home of their dreams had to be
rented, . .for how long no one knew,

“This meant a drastic change for our dear father, you well
remember, brother, you were put in a boarding schoal in
Baltimore, M. MWashington Seminary, and | was confided to the
sisters of 5t. Joseph as a boarder in Clarksburg, Sisters | soon
grew to love dearly. Papa now had to rent & room and boarding
place near his work as Division Operator of Telegraph Operators
of the BA0 R.R. The Conleys were very fond of our little sister
Marfetta; they cherished her as their own at their new residence
in Clarksburg; all three of us spent our vacations together there
too, The Conley household had fncreased &s Pat's brother Charlie
and PRose's two sisters Bessie and Ella now made their home with
them,

“In the spring of 1909 our dear father was grieved over
Marietta's 1illness, he decided to marry and have us all together
#gain, where we could be takem care of under his vigilant eye. He
married Emma fless, a Jong time friend of the Tamily. He bought a
residence with spacious grumﬁ. a beautiful place overlooking
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the river, [t was towards the end of the school year, a fitting
time for the nappy reunion of us 2ll and a nice "Mama' to boot,
she took delight 1in her new position, the home was nicely
arranged, new curtains, furniture and trismings. Marjorie, who
was sSeven, 5til]l remained 1in Philadelphia. Marietta was nine,
Henry twelve, Regina fourteen, Mama was & splendid housekeepar
and a good cook, anly a child who has been deprived of home and
parents can realize the happiness of such a reunion.

“Mow to get to the story of my vocation, hile at boarding
school 1 had an uwrge to join the Sisters of S5t. Joseph, | had
grown very fond of them, 1 knew there was no use making plans
uatil [ fimished high school, but the Jloving Savior thought
otherwise, The first time | mentioned the subject to Papa, he
said, "I thought you were a girl always looking for excitement
and fun.,' 1 said no more on the subject for over a year, he must
have thought 1 had changed my mind.

"On July 29th our Tittle sister Marietta, who was never robust,
died of lung disease. Aunt Alice, knowing the wacancy created by
her passing, suggested giving up the custody of Marjorie; this
was heart breaking for both my funt and Uncle, Thie change was
effected in the summer of 1911.

“Back to the story, one day Papa came home from work with the
news that he had met Pat and Rose Conley while visiting Grafton,
they told him of their p]anngﬂ visit to Pat's sister, Ellen
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McTigue of Omaha, with a big smile he added, "1 asked them to
take you along, Regina, how about that!' A trip to the mid-west
was something to be hailed with glee, | agreed wholeheartedly,
and plans for the trip were soon undarway. In July, Pat, Rose and
1 took the train heading west, first stop in St. Lowis then
changed to one going to Topeka, Kansas where Pat had a sister
Kate, we picked her up and headed back for Kansas City, Mo, then
traveled north to Owaha, where | expacted to see live Indians,
feathers and all. Our relatives in Omaha lived in 5t. John's
Parish under the Jesuit Fathers. Father Bronageest was the
Pastor, Pat also had another sister in the vicinity, Mrs. Will
Maher, her name was Sarah. Aunt Ella McTigue had five children
among them two girls about my age. One day Aunt Ella asked tThem
to take me to see their cherished friend, Sister Mary Leo at the
Poor Clare Convent. Little did I know how this visit was to shape
the rest of my life. After visiting Sister Leo, we made our way
ta the eastern chapel, while kneeling there | heard the nuns from
behind the curtained grille reciting Vespers...l experienced no
celestial woice...saw no wision, but in a way [ cannot explain,
God spoke to my heart and | felt a burning desire to follow im |
the foot steps of Saint Francis and Saint Clare...forever. I
spoke of this to mo one, [ was fifteen and the prospects of
tearing away from my dear ones, especially my father, was &
painful ordeal, T resolved to finish high school,

"In the year 1914, Munt Ella and 'cousins' arrived in West
V¥irginia to wvisit grandparents whoa lived near Salem, Without
revealing my secret, 1 casually asked about Sister Leo and
obtained the address of the Monastery. Everything worked smoothly
after that, Papa offered no objections, the nuns at the Convent
were willing to give me a trial, the day of my entrance was fizad
for MNov., 20, 1914, My cousins were somewnat awed at my choice,
informed me at once of the creepy stories about nuns "digging
their own graves', Tliving on bread and water; prophets of doom,
they just knew 1 would not stay put.

“"How deep are God's weys, how wonderful His Plans are made
known. MWho would ever think of a small girl in a willage of West
Virginia ogetting a royal invitation to the King's Court. My days
are full of gratitude and praise, coupled with increasing trust
in our Heavenly Father...

When Regina entered the religious order, she took as a new
name, Mary Rita, and was so0 known until & change in custom
permitted a return to her original name.

Relieved of that
responsibility, although she still plays the organ, she decided
at age BO that she had not enough to do, so she took up the
study of the oguitar.

2. FRANCIS AUGUSTUS VICTOR LUCAS (7/10/1834-12/30/1B93), He was
named for the three brothers of his wother. Born at Eernest,
Belle [sle, he grew up to young manhood on the farm there. AL 19
he set out for the United States, along with Captain Augustin
Lucas, his wmother's brother, and Julien Allot, the Tiance of his
older sister, They arrived 1in New York August 17, 1854, aboard
the ship “Mountaineer™, perhaps foreshadowing his future as a
West W¥irginian. He was shown on the ship's passenger 1ist as a
cabinet-maker, perhaps because of his actual qualifications, but
more likely to enhance his possibility of entry and employment in
the new country, The two young men dccompanied the Captain to Ris
residence 1in Cincinnati OH, where they remained briefly, and then
set off for the Graftom area to await the arrival of the rest of
the family, Arriving at MWheeling, probably by river boat, they
must have run out of money, as they walked the rest of the way,
carrying Francis' trunk, which he had brought from France.

the family settled on the hilltop near [rontown, Francis
began cutting and hauliing timbér. He married (9/1/1858) Sarah
Jane Foe (1/26/18472-9/4/19). Sarah Jame was always known as
*Dink™, a childhood nickname based on her relatively small
stature, but she was a woman of great force of characteér. 5hé was
# granddaughter of Stephen W. Poe, born near Culpepper VA,
Stephen was twice married and fathered 23 children. He was at one
time postmaster of Grafton, and was editor of the "Grafton
Leader®. His eldest son, Jonathan, born in 1800, came to Marion
County and married Sarah Elinor Boor, Moving to the Grafton area,
the Poe family bought a large farm adjacent to the Hardinger
property. Jonathan and Sarah had eight children, one of whom was
S5arah Jane who became the wife of Francis Lucas, It is to be
noted that the name “Jonathan™ has been used in the family down
to the sixth generation.

The family lived for five years in a hut, which Francis had
built in the woods, near the home of his father-in=law. [t was a
rowgh place to bring a bride, and it was said that one “"could
throw a dog through the cracks”, but three children were born
durin? this period. The births, however, took place at the home
of his wife's parents, on account of the rugged conditions at the
hut. Later he bought 173 acres of land from his father=in-law,
and eventually, in 1877, built a house there, on what is now
Secondary FRoad #22. This house and land remain in the Lucas
family, being held through inherftance by Francis Lucas Warder,
Jr. and Ellen Fairfax Warder. Mary Alice Lucas (Warder) was born
in this house, 1in which Francis and his descendants lived for
nearly 100 years,

The children born to this family were: 21 Jonathanm Augustus, 22
Victor Jackson, 23 lIsaac Mewton, 24 Mathilde Louise, 25 Laura
Elizabeth, 26 James Emile, 27 Charles Pascal, 28 Mary Alice, 29
Lucy Ellen, 2A Francis Marion. There is also an indication of a
son, Robert, merely & recollection that he died at birth,
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The picture on page 82 is of the house built by F.A.V. Lucas
starting 1tn 1874, and compleced in 1877, in time for the birth of
Mary Alice in the house. (The photograph was taken August
19,1889, by John D. Henderson, a brother of Thomas Henderson, &
great-grandfather of this writer. He was married to Elizabeth
Poe, no doubt a relative of "Aunt Dink®.) Dutside the immedfate
family, 0Dr. Warder, Fanny Pepper and Andrew Rogers were visitors.
Wirt and Carrie Haymond were Estella’s children from a former
marriage, and were brought up in Isaac's family.

In the course of time Francis took over the farm of his
father-in-law, and +from about 1875 to 1390 he operated a butcher
shop and meat market in Grafton, in partnership with his san,
Isaac. This was closed on account of an epidemic of fewver. His
brother, John Awgustus lucas took over the meat market.

From the date of his naturalization, April 16, 1860, Francis
took an active part in the civic and political life of the
community, He was known for honesty, integrity and industry. He
was elected as Magistrate of Fetterman DHstrict, as Commissioner
of the C(ourt, and as Assessor for Taylor County. In 1892, as the
Democratic nominee for Sheriff of Taylor County, he came within 5
votes of election, fn spite of the heavy predominsnce of
Republican sentiment. He left a prowd heritage to his
descendants.

A stary, printed in the Grafton Sentinel, May 10, 1913, seemed
at first to apply to Victor Jackson, and although more-careful
consideration seems to preclude his being the one referred to, it
seems too good a story to pass up. Here {t is:

“¥ictor Lucas, one of Taylor gunty':i well=known young farmers,
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had a thrilling experience early this week, when his horse fell
with him as he was fording the Tygart Valley River at Cove Run.
The ford at this point i3 often wsed by M-, Lucas and is
considered perfectly safe. The horse rode by Mr. Lucas was a
sure-footed animal and he did not think of any danger of the
horse stumbling crossing the ford, altho the river bed is full of
loose stone, He was riding along and had reached the middie of
the stream when his horse caught one of {ts feet with a piece of
wire lying on the river bed, which caused the animal to stumble
and then another foot was caught. The horse fell with Mr. Lucas,
and as he was unable to free his feet from the stirrups, he fell
under the horse. The water was deep enowgh to cover both horse
and rider, and had the animal not freed his feet in a2 few moments
the result might have been serious for its rider. The horse
finally oot back to its feet and them threw Mr. Lucas over his
head 1into & deeper pool, where he quickly got to Tand, The horse
made 1ts way to shore and was Soon caught by 1ts owner. Mr.lucas
was only shaken and bruised slightly, but he will, nevertheless,
remember his experience for a Tlong time. The animal was not
fnjured "

Victor Jackson®s daughter, Virginia, does mot recall her father
mentioning sSuch an event, even though it dated some years before
her birth, and Pat Lucas, who worked several years at the dafry
with WYictor Jackson, never heard the story. He says furthermore
that Victor Jackson dearly loved a good story, and could never
have refrained from telling it, iFf it had happened to him. An
attempt to align the story with any of the several other Victors
in the famfly has been unfruitful, so one must suppose either
that this was a "foreign"™ Lucas, or the invention of an {ngenious
reporter nesding to fi11 some space.

success at farming for ten years, when he sold out and moved to
Foster township, where he got two hundred acres at first, and
befng thrifty and a good manager, he added to this wntil now he
has a wvery fine farm of three hundred and sixty acres. It was
known as the old Lee place. The subject built a comfortable,
substantial and commodious home, also a convenient barn and in
many ways fimproved the place, making 1t equal to any in this
township; everything about the place shows thrift and prosperity.
He carries on general farming with that discretion and foresight
that always 1nsures sSuccess. He 15 also considered an excellent
judge aof live stock and devotes much of his time to stock
raising, no small part of his income being derived from this
source, No more up-to-date farm is to be found within the borders
of Marion County, and no better farmer than Mr, Lucas lives in
this locality, Mr. Lucas served very creditably as a member of
the Tlocal school board of Foster township for a period of twenty
years, during which the cause of education in this township
received an impetus which had never before been known. He has
held other minor offices, always with credit. He is a loyal
Democ rat ,

"Mr. Lucas deserves much credit for what he has accomplished in
the business world, having started 1ife as a poor man, and he has
gained 2 position of ease and prominence in his community by his
own unaided efforts, by hard work, good management and sound
common sense which always brings tangible results when properly
exercised. Because of his industry, his honesty of purpose and
his public-spirit and hiz loyalty to all movements looking to the
good of the Toczlity where he lives, he is highly respected by
all who kmow him."

Sarah Osborne |lucas was the only daughter of Richard and
Elinore Britt Osborne, who came to West Virginia From
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Pennsylvania, Hr, Osborne was a wheelwright, wagon maker and
carpenter, and the family was highly respected in the community.

As  previously noted, MAmel and his family returned to Grafton
for & visit in the fall of 1891. They started out with two wagons
and reached Wheeling WV. According to some tradition, although
not agreeing with the account of Anna Dawidson, at this point the
weather was inclement, so the women were sent on by train, while
the men continued with the wagons. At any rate, all arrived
safely. After the family reunion, on Thanksgiwing day 1891, and
subsequent wisits with the resident families, the wagons and most
of the bhorses were sold, and the family returned to I1linois by
train. MAn account of this trip, written by Awna Lucas Davidson
(47) is included in the chapter covering reunions,

Born on Belle [Isle, and coming with the family to Hest
Virginia, WVictor remained a few years working on the home farm
near [rontown, In 1863 he bought 100 acres of land from Adolphus
Armstrong, dn the valley south of the Ford cemetery location. It
was separated from his parents’ tract by the property of George
Shahan. He built & house at the south corner of the parcel, by a
spring which was the source of Shahan's Fun, and made &n access
road from there to the (now asphalted) road near the Ford
cemetery. This road still is identifiable, and in 1984 parties of
Lucas descendants were led along this route by Leon Frank to the
site of Victor's original house, of which only vestiges remain.

Later WVictor bought land west of Qak Grove Church, and moved
there, 1in 1901, to a house which has remained in his family ever
since, being 1inhabited 1n 1985 by Christine Lucas, Victor's
daughter-in=law, Victor eventually came to own several other
plots of land in the general area of Qak Grove, and he ran an
extensive farming operation.

The picture above shows all of the surviving children. It was
mast Jikely taken late in 1897, perhaps at the time of Rose's
wedding, since her husband also appears., Those standing are:
Walter WYictor(5A), Louise Delilan(55), Alfret Soyer{56), Rose
Alliet(57), Pascal Emeal{5%9), and those seated are: Francis
fmaziah(52), Clarence Ford(58) and Claude Keys Rogers[hS7),
Rose's husband. It s to be regretted that Victor and Henrietta
did not get in the picture.

Reference was made to the sarriage of VWictor and Henrietta in
the earliest of the preserved {gtterﬁ written to the relatives on
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Belie [sle., Henrietta was the daughter of Shelton and Delilah
Ford, as Pascal's letter said, "the most respected family of the
area”, Both VYictor and Hemrietta are buried in the Ford cemetery

7. JOHN AUGUSTUS LUCAS (5/11/1B46-2/25/12). He was borm at
Kernest, Belle Isle, coming to the United States at age 8. He
grew bp on the hilltop farm near [rontown. He married Matilda
Ford (2/1/1844-12/1/1868), from a nefghboring family, a sister of
kenrietta Ford, who had married John's brother, Victor. Matilda
died of tuberculosis. Their child, 71 Charles Francis
(&6/20/1868-3/1/1869) survived only a few months longer. Mother
and child are buwried in the Ford cemetery, mear the area of the
original settlement.

In addition to farm work at home, John later worked with his
brother, Francis, famming and raising cattle, and in the census
of 1870 he was listed in both places, making thereby an error in
the count of the US population for that yesr.

He married (3/13/1873) Mary Ann Howell (5/10/1851-11/23/1898),

born at Ridgedale WY, The history and genealogy of the Howel]
family has been well written by Dr, Fleming Howasll, brother of
Mary Ann, in “Aryan Blood in Modern Mations, and the Howells“,
CH: 72 Carrie Delena, 73 Fleming
Albert, 74 Cora Etta, 75 Minnie
Lee, 76 William Pascal, 77 Ameal
Luther, 78 Bertie May. The first
four of these children were born at
a farmhouse a bit northeast of the
Qak Grove Baptist Church, and the
others at a house on present Route
119, which John built about 18B3.
dohn  had continued rafsing and
butchering cattle, and eventually
opened a meat market in Graftom,
which he operated inte the 1900's.
He wmoved his family to a house on
knotts Avenue in Graftonm.

In 1906 he married Sarah Eval ine
Summers Lucas (4/12/1859- 3/11/07),
the widow of his nephew, Janathan,
and “Lina" brought along her
youngest daughter, Mellie, to live

JOHN AKD MARY AWM LUCAS with them. Early in the morning of

11 March 1807, Lina came downstairs
to the Kitchen, carrying a lighted lamp. During the night the
flame 1in a gas stove in the kitchen had gone out, and the moment
she entered, the accumulated gas caused a terrific explosion.
That part of the house was blown apart, and a fire started which
destroyed the house and contenks. Lina was terribly burned, with
her clothing on fire. John, with some help from Minnie, succeaded
in carrying Lina outside and extinguishing the flames, but it was
of no avall. Lina died about noon, John and Minnie suffered
savera burns, as did alse the two younger girls in the house,
fertfe and MNellie. A1 rem\rfsgd from the burns, but John never
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regained full health, and both he and Bertie experienced heart
problems later on. John moved to the “little red house® on Rock
Street, adjacent to the site of the destroyed home, and 1ived
there with the girls., It is there that his grandchildren remember
him, as a kindly man, who used to trot them on his knee, singing
French sangs to them.

Jobm closed his market, and in that time of financial stress
sought other work. Some old letters record that he worked in an
Elkins sawmill for several months in 1909,

In the susmer of 1911, during a visit of John's son, Fleming,
and his Tamily to West Virginia, all the family of John Lucas was
united at Etta's home 4n Fairmont, and & picture of that
gathering is preserved here.

1
knew the date of MNancy's wedding, from an old letter, so [ looked
up the marriage register, being able to find the Cathalic church
at which they were married, The cooperative church secretary gave
more clues to other members of the famfly, but the trail was
plenty cold. The efficient, helpful staff of the Public Library
showed the way ahead, through their file of city directorfes,. It
was possible to  ascertafn the family units which had functioned
in that past time. Then came a piece of luck. At Jack Nolan's
wedding his sister, Mrs. Ewnice Evers, had been a witness. She
and her husband, Wiliam J.Evers, a meat wholesaler, were of
course listed in the directory. Whem the Lucas/Nolan family
disappeared from the directory, in 1940, William Evers was still
around, although Eunfce had died and William had remarried, 5o
ngw the name "Elzina® appeared as his wife. Eventually William
died also, but in the latest edition of the directory was found

death of his Uncle Francois-Marie Lucas, he was only & when the
family came to the United States.

Early fin Tife he found it more convenient to invert his given
names, becoming “Albert Prosper Eugene®, although he rarely used
the twe Tatter names. He Tived at home on the family farm until
age 17, when he was sent as an apprentice pastry-cook with his
cousin, Alfret Soyer, an expert confectioner then 1living in
Toronto, He continued in business with Al fret until about 1870,
when the Soyers left Canada to return to France. Albert then
established himself as a confectioner in Wheeling WV.

In 1873 he returned to Grafton and began employment with the
BA0 raflroad, which continued until his retirement, Prior to
retirement he was a locomotfve engineer for passenger runs on the
Parkersburg Branch, making a host of friends. He was associated
with several civic organizations and lodges, In retirement he
took great Pcasure in an evening walk to the office of the
Grafton Sentinel, to buy his copy of the daily paper, which he
readd assiduously.

When his niece, Enma Sarah Elliott Bowmaster and her husband,
fienry Francis Bowmaster, both died within two years, they left
twa small children, Albert and Sarah took in six-year-old Everatt
and brought him up.

Only two weeks before Albert's death he attended the Lucas
family reunion, and appeared to be in good health and spirits. A
few days thereafter he was taken 111, went to the hospital, and
wis operated on for appendicitis. Complications with other
ailments ensued, causing his death, He is {nterred in Mt. Calwvary
cemetery,
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CHAPTER 18
LOUISE PHTILOMENA LUCAS

9, LOUISE PHILOMENE  COCAS [¥7ZZ71851-12/25/26) . The youngest
of the children of Pascal and Marie Louise, she was only three
when she came to the United States. Perhaps her precccupation
with the barrel of sugar near the end of the voyage presaged a
bit her Tlater activities. She remained at home with the parents
after the other children had set out for themselves. She was
engaged to marry Amaziah Ford, a brother of tws of her
sisters-in-law, but when he contracted tuberculosis, of which his
sister, Matilda Ford Lucas, had died im 1868, they abandoned
plans for marriage. It was well, for he died in 1B71, at age 26.
Louise mever marrijed, but in a sense she had quite a2 large
family, as a favored awnt to her many nieces and nephews and
their children,

Coming from France at swuch an early age, she acquired her
education in the schaol of the Dak Grove community. This must
have continued for some wvears, as it |s safd that she and her
brother Albert attended the 1local school, taught by Daniel B.
Purinton, who later became President of West Virginia University,
at a time when she and Albert were older than the teacher, At any
rate, she learned English well, while retaining her native
French. Once when she was visiting the Hendersom home, Thomas was
studying French and an argument developed as to the proper gender
for the word “aute", Louise insisting that it should be feminine,
Tike “automobile®™ or "voftwre®, while “Red® opted for masculine.
He finally proposed & compromfse by calling the vehicle "un
henri", which was accepted with gales of laughter,

Louvise stayed with her parents, as they moved froa the hilltop
home at “Wildcat® to Fetterman and finally to the center of
Grafton, %o a Targe house between Latrobe Street and the
railroad,  Louise was assuming more of the responsibility for the
operation of the home, and did dressmaking and took in boarders
at Latrobe Street to augment the family fncome. In fact, in 1885,
pascal and Marfe Louise deeded this Latrobe Street property to
Lowise Philomena "in consideration of (her) Tove, affection and
services im taking care of and waiting upon them in their old
age®, It was at this house that the 1891 family reunion was held,
on Thanksgiving day, and Louvise planned and largely prepared the
festal dinner,

When Loufse's widowed niece, Emma Sarah Ell{ott Bownaster, died
in 15904, 1leaving two-year-old Mary Genevieve an orphan, Louise
effectively adopted her, despite the opposition of Emma’s brother
John and his wife, who had no children and would have liked to
take the child, and brought her up. After Genevieve's marriage to
Russell Ridenour, Louise lived with them for many years in
Grafton, in a house Russell had bought, Later she was for some
years matron at the Hazel Atlas glass factory,

She s remembered as a loved membar of the families of the
Lucas clan, the last of those who came from Belle [sle. At the
1923 Lucas reunion she recounted the history of the family and
fncidents of their early life.
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CHAPTER 19

ELIZABETH iISEELLE! LUCAS

F5: ELIZABETH LUCAS (4/21/1813-9/18/1897)., Christaned
“Elfzabeth”, she evidently preferred "Isabelle®, which 5 a usual
variant of the name, and 1in the family was called "Bab" or
"Babette”,

It s interesting to speculate what impelled her to leave Belle
[sle to make a new start in the United States. Her parents were
dead; two brothers and a sister had been to far places, and one
of the brothers had returned to die on the island, a defeated
man; at Jleast two of her younger siblimgs had diad in childhood,
The only settled tie she had on Belle Isle would have been her
brother, Wictor, and his family. So when her adventurous brother,
Augustin, showed wup with a story about a golden Jand, there was
little reason for her not to listen. But above all she must have
had & spirit of adventure and independence, which continued to
shuwl in her actfons. 5 off she went with Marie Louise and her
family.

The independence showed early, and paid off, in the story of
her and her trunk on the MNew York docks. It 15 not clear what she
did nmext, but it is to be presumed that she and the rest of the
family went first to Cincinnati for a wisit with Captain
Augustin. Apparently she 1iked the place, for she set up there as
a dressmaker. Augustin and his family were there, and Mugustin's
?E.;ghter, Dolores eventually married Alfret Soyer (See Chapter

The only records now awaflable in Cincinnati to trace the
Lucases are the g¢ity directories, with sparse information.
However the finference is that she may have roomed near the other
family, but didn't live with them. The search is complicated by
the fact that there was in that area a widow, Elizabeth Lucas,
and an wunmarried Julia Lucas, both also dressmakers. However
there are sufficient data to establish her presence through most
of the period from the time of arrival wntil 1876, even after the
relatives weré no longer around. During this time Pascal and
family must have been trying to persuade her to come to live in
Grafton with them, but, as Pascal says, she preferred to be on
her omn, She evidently was prospering.

But in 1877 she became 111, was taken to the hospital, and
Albert Lucas brought her, against her will, to Grafton. By this
time Pascal and Marie Louwise were 1iving at the big house on
Latrobe Street, and there was plenty of room. Isabelle had her
own quarters, did dressmaking, and was listed as a “boarder". She
remained there the rest of her life, She was buried in the "old
Catholic cemetery" 1in Grafton, along with others of the family,
but years later her niece, Louise Philomena Lucas, had the bodies
moved to Mount Calvary cemetery. There is a bit of confusion in
the records, as the momument shows her death as 1897, while some
church records ambiguously indicate 1896,The monument date seems
more raliable.

There has been speculation that [sabelle may have visited Belle
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Isle in the mid-1890's. Marie Guellec remembered a visit by a
woman amd a small boy from America at about that time. Pascal had
died in 1892, although he had often expressed & desire to ses his
old country again, and he ni?hl have asked Tsabelle to visit in
his stead. She was certainly independent enough to have made the
trip; language would have been no problem; and she likely had
money to spare. Who knows?

Wobody 50 far has suggested am identity for the “small boy", so

this remains part of the mystery.
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
